Bennington. The community labor
boards will assume an important po-
sition in the industrial life of the
&tate and nation during the continua-
tion of the war. Their first and
most important funetion will be to
classify the busineszses in each com-
munity into eszential and non-essen-
tial, and te is2ue orders which will
bring about the release of men em-|
ployed in nou-essential indusvries and
oceupations so that they may find
employment in essential enterprises
primarily in the state of Vermant.
Hearty cooperation from manafe-
ment and laber is looked for by the
employment survice. Non-essential |
industries must be prepared to make
sacrifices: none which men engaged
in them may make will be as costly
as those which the men at the front

Resignation of Frank H. Broocks as

Burlington, Sept. 19—The Vt. ‘Anti-
Saloon Leagu~ held a meeting of the
headquarters committee and cam-
paign workers in the Y. M. C. A. par-
lors and adopted the following as
the League's position on the govern-
orship situaticn:

“The Vermont Anti-Saloon League
is a strictly non-partisan organization
and as such takes no part in the dis-
cussion of political party questions.
It includes among its supporters
men of wvarious politieal faiths, but
all united in a common hostility to
the beverage liquor traffic and in
efforts for its speedy and complete
suppression.

“Since D+, W. B. Mayo, of
Northfield, a candidate for governor,
has publicly stated that he is strong-
Iy in favor of the prohibitery amend-
ment to the Constitution of the
United States recently submitted by
Congress to the states for their ae-
tion. and that he will do everything
in his power to effect ils ratification
and sinece P. W. Clement, of Rut-
land, the other candidate for govern-
or, is, and long has been, a bitter op-
ponent of prohibition either state or
national; weMherefore earnestly urge
all Vermont voters who favor nation-
al prohibition of the beveragze liguor
traffic to cast their ballots without re-
gard to pelitical party affiliations for
Dr. W. B. Mayo of Northficld for
rovernor of Vermont.

“We also urge upon the freemen of
Vermont the importance of electing
