packet were the only means of communication
between distant points. It is rare that one of
the real old time stage-drive- rs is met with now-
adays, and when the writer recently ran
across Fayette Hasten, ot LocKpom, n. i .,
felt like a bibliographer over the discovery of
some rare volume of "forgotten lore."

The March of the Prairie Dog.

The prairie dog is a standing threat
against the future prosperity of the graz-
ing districts of the State of Texas.
Draw a line from Rad River south to the
Colorado, so as to run about the West
ern lines of Throckmorton, Shackelford,
Callahan and Coleman counties, and
you mark the front of the greatest im-
migration army ever dreamed of by
man. From this line west 250 miles
every square mile is infested by these
devouring pests. Tney thickly inhabit
a section of country 209 miles long and
250 miles wide. The advent of the white
man into this country has but increased
their numbers, as man has destroyed the
wolves, badgers, rattlesnakes, panthers,
and other animals which prey upon the
prairie dogs. They eat the grass in
summer and the grass roots in winter
and the consequence is thct what was
but a few years ago the finest grazing
region in America is fast becoming a
verdureless desert.

Unlike all other animals in America
the prairie dog is migrating, not west,
but east. Only a year or two ago his
eastern line was about the western line
of Shackelford county. In a short time

Unless
checked he will soon ravage all the mes-qui- te

grass land in. the State, and will
then descend in countless hosts upon
the black waxey farming land of Tar-
rant, Dallas, Collin, and the other coun-
ties east of us.

"The
hotels of Chicago are not yet properly
ventilated since the last was held,, and
some time will be necessary for fumigar
tion after the next disperses. We are
being gradually whipped into line.
Soon we must look only through one or
two, three or four pairs of spectacles.
The political machines are having their
screws tightened and the cranks prop-
erly oiled. The rope of instruction is
being put round the necks of delegates,
and notice served that unless they obey
orders the rope will be tightened and
respiration interfered with. Each vil-
lage, town, city and State has its bass,
and all these bosses will come together
and elect a grand national boss.

"Against this slavery I protest!'

Not long since I was in
Boston, and hearing that a Western
orator was rocking the cradle of liberty
in Faneuil Hall, I went there after my
lecture. It was the same orator and the
same speech I had heard forty years
ago, only that the name of Benjamin F.
Butler was substituted for that of Wil-
liam Henry Harrison. It's high time
that we stopped this crisis business aud
came to untlerstand that the Lord God
can keep this country on its march of
prosperity without the help of Conven-
tions.

"The next President of the United
States ought to have established moral
character. We have had as candidates
for Governor and President libertines,
gamblers and drunkards. Genius is
worse than stupidity when it moves in
a wrong direction. A man who cannot
govern himself cannot govern 50,000,000
people. In a nation of so many homes
we ought to have a mau at our head who
honors home. In a nation of so many
young men we should have a mau whom
they can look to for example. You can't
get a true idea of what a public man is
from what the newspapers say of him.
The best men God ever made must
wade through obloquy chin deep. The
first target was set up at Chicago two
weeks ago; the second will be put up in
two weeks from now. And the target
showing the most holes in November
next will be elected. Defamation elected
James A. Garfield and Lincoln. Take the
scales anel put the scurrility discharged
at one candidate on one side and the
scurrility leveled at the other on the
other side. Weigh scurrility against
scurrility, and tho man who is most
abused will be President. There is a
philosophy in this. One good thing
about human nature is that it sym-
pathizes with those who aro traduced.

The Baltimore American has the fol-

lowing :

"It is a great wonder to me that tho
number of defalcations by treasurers of
corporations is not larger than it is," ob-

served a treasurer of one of the counties
of Maryland to an American reporter
yesterday, while speaking of the recent
failures.

"Why ?"
"Because they have so many tempta-

tions. When 1 first took hold of tho
treasurership of our county I was liter-
ally besieged with letters, circulars and
confidential cotfeiauoicationB from New
York banking firms of doubtful notorie-
ty. They camo in every mail. They
were marked 'private,' 'personal,' and
all that sort of thing. They proved to
me on paper, of course how I could
easily double all investments. They
showed that by putting my money up I
was absolutely certain to win, and that
it was an impossibility for me to lose.
These communications were full of the
most plausible methods. The plans
were captivating. The results they
worked out were astoundingly big and
there was an air of fianLness about
them which ordinarily would disabuse
the unsophisticated mind of any suspi-
cion of crookedaess. For nearly two
years theso things kept coming to my
office but as I didn't bite the hook they
gradually fell off and now I get very
few of them. But I do know this to bo
the case whenever a new man is put in
a place where ho has other people's
money to handle these sharpers in tho
big cities get after him with their circu-l.ir- s,

and when they onoo c.ttch him they
don't let go until they have either made
a thief or a bankrupt out of him, or
both. That is why I am surprised that
tho number of defalcations is not larger."

Alexander Seminoff, a highly edu-
cated Russian, who has been living in
Cincinnati a short time, and has at-

tracted the attention of scholars, gives
the following account of himself:

"My pseudonym is Charles Frank.
My Russian name is Alexander Seminoff.
In 1876 I was one of tho editors of a
Becret Nihilistic paper, and, having been
convicted of treason, I was sent to
Siberia for an unlimited number of
years. Nihilism, yon may be aware, is
spread all over the Itussian empire, and
the peculiar secrecy of its principles and
workings is mainly owing to the fact
that only ten may join together to form
a band. Each band often knows, noth-
ing whatever about another band of ten.
Each band works separately. We do
not know even outside of onr own band
who is a Nihilist or who is net. After
editing a Nihilistic paper for two years,
I was betrayed to the police by one oJ
my associates, and was surpnsea one
night in bed and taken to the prison
in Odessa, after having been ciuelly
scourged. After au eight monihs' ex-

amination I was sentenced to three
years' hard labor in Siberia, and to exile
as a colonist in the extreme north of the
country.

"In June, 1876, I was separated ac-

cording to legal form, and sanctioned
by the clergy of Russia, from my wife
and children, and with my head shaved
oa one tide and twenty-eig- ht pounds of
iron attached to mo, 1 was sent with
other alleged criminals to the central
prison in Moscow. The journey lasted
fourteen months, and during that time
me Knout was used freely on tee prison-
ers. Our destination was Nertechinsk,
and on arriving we were assigned to
different gfJd mines. In tho mines I
worked from 4 in the morning until
9 at night The allowance of food per
day is two and a Half pounds of black
bread, baJf baked and hardly palatable,
and a bowl of soup with a small quan
tity of meat. Morning and evening a
cup of tea is allowed. I endured my
suffering for two and a half years. Then
I completely broke down, and the doctor
of the district declared that I was unfit
for work. The rest of mv sentence was
remitted, and I was immediately as
signed to my place in the colony. It
was in one of the primitive forests "of the
north, where wolves, bears and reindeer
dwell. In 1881, toward the end of May,
I resolved, with four companions, to
escape, wunout money or weapons, and
with only a knire and tea-kettl- e. Wc
took the direction toward the Caspian
Sea, through forests and an almost im-
passable country. We had no shoes on
oar feet, and kept ourselves alive on fish,
game, and mushrooms. In the Tauskian
country we separated, and, with only
one companion, Marsilli Mnrainoff, I
went on. I soon lost him, and then pur-
sued my journey alone. At length I
arrived at Astrabad and Teheran, in
Persia, where 1 received assistance. My
hair had grown over my riionlders, my
beard extended to my chest, I had
neither shirt nor shoes, and my face was
sunburnt almost to a black color. Au
English telegraph operator took charge
of me. He had me washed and gave me
clean clothing. I next went through
Tuikey and thence to Switzerland,
where I was arrested and kept in prison
for four months. Again I was arrested
in Hesse Darmstadt, and served a term
of five months. I then resolved to find
peace in England or the United States.
I met Mr. Bradlaugh in London, and at
his request remained at his house for
four days. Through his kindness I re-
ceived means enough to take me to the
United States. I arrived in New York
in January last, and have been in Cin-
cinnati a few days only. I want to go to
Chicago, where I understand a great
many Russians reside."

It also records that if aty other
king had one the Burmese king would
Bend for it and would rather lose part of
his dominion than not get The
chronicle further tells us that when
aay white elephant was taki n to
the king all the merchants of ihe city
were commanded to visit it, upon which
occasion each of tuem presented it witu
half a ducat. As there were a good
many merchants, this made a good
round sum. At that time the white eie--
phaut stood in the king's house, and re
ceived great honor and service. i,ach
of them had an apartment of its own,
decorated with golden ornaments, and
ate its food from gold and silver vessels.
Every dav, when thev went to tlie river
to bathe, canopies of siik or cloth of gold
were held over them, and drums, clar-
ionets or other instruments accom-
panied them. As they came out of the
river each had a gentleman in waiting to
wash its feet in a silver basiu, an officer
being appointed for that honor by the
king. The black, eltphants were not
bo well treated. They were evidently
regarded as the canaille, though some
of them were very handsome and fullv

White Topaz Found in Utah.

Prof. J. E. Clayton has just returned
from a mouth's trip through the western
part of Millard county, north of Sevier
Lake, Beaver Lake district, Wah Wah
rango, Star district and Bradshaw dis-
trict One of the special objects of the
trip was to ascertain the locality men-
tioned in Lieut. Simpson's report to the
War Department in 1853 or 1854, where-
in he stated that he had found white
topaz. The white crystal is an exceed-
ingly rare one, the majority so far found
lmug yellow. The Professor found the
topaz on Lieut. Simpson's trail, about 35
miles north of Sevier Lake. He tiaced
them to their source in order to find
out tho rock whence they came. He
found the source in amygdaloid cavities
in a purplish gray traychite, and
brought in 200 or 300 beautiful speci-
mens. Owing to there being no water
in the neighborhood, he could spend
only a few hours in making the collec-
tion. So rare, indeed, are these stones
that there are not enough in the world to
give each cabinet one. They are of no
special value except as curiosities. Per-
fect ones are, however, sometimes nsed
for riDgs set in imitation of diamonds,
making the closest imitation to the real
diamond of any stone. Prof. George
W. Maynard, to whom the specimens
were shown, although he is a thorough
geologist and mineralogist, and baa
traveled extensively through Europe and
this country, and has seen the specimens
ia all the large mineralogical cabinets,
stated that he had never before seen a
white topaz. The discovery is a very
interesting one from a mineralogical
point of view. Salt Lake Tribune.

A Queer Shower In Lake Michigan.

A most extraordinary and possibly
inexplicable occurrence was noticed in
Lake Michigan a few days ago. The
facts, an related by a Detroiter who is
personally cognizant of them, are as fol-
lows: On the ' day noted there was a
light, warm shower at Wangoshauce
Lighthonse, which is in Lake Michigan,
about 25 miles west of Mackinac. Im-
mediately following the shower some
men who were at work on the foghorn
building heard rattling and crashing
overhead and hastened out to learn the
cause of bo unusual a demonstration.
The roof of the building and the pier of
the lighthouse had in an instant been
covered to the depth of an inch with a
dry, chalk-lik- e substance. The surface
of thp lake, too, as far as they could see
was covered with a like substance which
the waves lashed into foam. This sin-
gular occurrence filled the men at the
light-hous- o with dread and dismay for a
time, bnt as no harm came they soon
tegan to look about for an explanation.
Two of them applied their tongues re-
peatedly to the stuff, and the experi-
ments made them seriously ill. A
quantity of it is now in the possession
of James Bartlett, of the Buhl Iron-
works. It smells strongly of lye, but it
seems to have much less specific eravitv

--than potash. Whatever it is there is
certainly a "good crop" of it somewhere.
The question of paramount interst now
is, How did it get into Lake Michigan,
and whence came it ? 'Detroit Free
Press.

How to Make Graham Bread.

Graham bread that can be started
after breakfast and baked before dinner
is mado of one pint and a half of sour
milk, two scant teaspoonf uls of soda dis-
solved in a little hot water, half a cup of
New Orleans molasses, a toaspoonful of
salt, and as much sifted Graham flour
as can be stirred in with a spoon.
Grease a large bread tin very evenly, as
tho molasses in the bread renders it
liable to stick, put into tho oven and
bake for two hours. Have the oven hot
when the bread is put in, and toward
the last half of the last hour let it cool
gradually. Or, this bread may be
steamed for one hour and three-qnar-- tt

rs, and be dried off in the oven twenty
miouks. When it is taken from the
oven wrap a towel around tho loaf, the
tin and all, and in ten minutes remove
from the tin, and keep the loaf wrapped !

The Flying Machine Problem.

Mr. Paul Mayo, of Lausanne, Switz-
erland, has lately printed a monograph
on "Sustaining bodies in space by mo-
tive force," and writes ns as follows on
the subject:

"The wings of the common fly vibrate
at th rate oi 30 btroke hpootk!
those of the mosquito about 2,000 times
per second; therefore, according to the
formulas which I have established, a
number of common flies, weighing alto-
gether twenty tons, and 130 tons of
mosquitoes would require about one-hor- se

power to sustain themselves in the
air. It is encouraging for the many
whom the question of the flying ma-
chine interests to knowthat in certain
conditions an enormous weight may be
kept above ground by moans of very
small power exerted, as in the case of
the mosquito, tho fly, etc. These con-
ditions can be easily obtained, and in
this respect we are placed in as good a
position as nature. Any one can obtain
iron in such form that it will float on
water. A very good size of wire to con-
struct floating iron rafts is 0 of an
inch in diameter. The wire is to be
scraped with sand paper and well
washed with soap water. In this wise
rafts are obtained which can bear a
charge nearly twice their own weight
without sinking, i. e., much better than
poplar would do one of the lightest of
all species of woods.

"During the study of this question of
sustaining forces in space, I came many
times to what seemed to me a strange
conclusion; for instance, that any piece
of heavy metal must float on perfectly
still water. But as it is impossible to
have perfectly still water, the property
is subordinated to certain conditions."
Scientific American.

One Wing of Ihe Chinese Army.

With these troops bows and arrows
are the favorite weapons, .though a
small proportion of the mon carry
matchlocks. Six times a month they
practice archery on foot; and every
spring and summer, dressed in armor,
they go through the same exercises on
horseback. This division furnishes a
guard of two men at each gate of the
"forbidden city," whose duty it is to sit
holding a red bar across the gateway,
and who rise only to princes of the
blood. It also supplies the night patrols
within the "forbidden city," who allows
no one either to enter or leave the pre-
cincts unless he be the bearer of half a
broken token which when fitted with
the corresponding portion in possession
of the officer on duty matches it exactly.
The "light division, " as its name in
dicates, is especially intended for ser-
vices requiring strength and activity.
The men are drilled "six times a month
with the scaling ladder, when they also
fire three volleys with the matchlock;
six times they wrestle and perform feats
of horsemanship, one rider leaping on
the back of another's horse, met at a
gallop, while the rider of the latter sim-
ilarly exchanges his seat at the same
moment. While mounted they likewise
fire throe rounds with the matchlock,
shoot three flights of arrows, and attack
and defend with the sword and iron
whip or flail. They have, be-
sides, six trials monthly in horse aud
foot archery, and twice a year, for 12
days at a time, practice at a mark with
a matchlock; each marksman takes five
shots eftch day, and is rewarded or pun-
ished according as his varied success
places him in one of the classes of
proficiency."
