The Registration Report. The
26th report relating to the registry and
returns of births, marriages and
deaths in the state for the year ending
December 31, 1382, prepared by Sec
retary of State Nichols, contains the
following interesting information and
vital statistics : The number of births
recorded in the state wa3 6331, of
which 3239 were males and 3078 were
females. During the year 2833 couples
were married The number of deaths
for lb same period was 548i,of whik--

2671 were of males and 2810 were fe
males. There was, during tne
one birth to every 52.5 of the popula-
tion. One person to every 57.6 was
married, and there was one death to
every 60.6 of the population. From
1857 to 1882 there were 173,317
births, 66,817 marriages, and 122,-86- 3

deaths. During the 26 years
named the births exceed the number of
deaths by 50,449. Secretary Nichols
says that em'graaon has depleted V nt

more rapidly than the natural
increase of population has supplied the
deficiency during this quarter of a
century. Of the persons married,
4820 were of American parentage and
879 of foreign parentage. It appears
that 139 bachelors married widows,
312 widowers married maids, and iu
223 instances both parties were mar-
ried for the second time. During the
year 1882 there were 162 divorces
granted by the courts, the rates of
divorces to marriages being: one to
every 16. Of the causes of divorce,
21 only were lor adultery, ia were ior
desertion, 48 for intolerable seventy,
and 59 for wilful desertion. The
death rate for the year was 1.65,
against 1.67 for 1881. The number
of violent deaths was 186 ; from con-

sumption, 786 ; pneumonia, 434 ; heart
diseases, 3oi ; Bright s disease, 8b
diphtheria, 204 : typhoid fever, 114,
and cholera infantum !. uuring
the last quarter of a century consump
tion has claimed 19,505 victims.

employed in sinking toe tunnel and
constructing a new crib at a point in
Lake Michigan one mile from shore.
Above the crib had been constructed
a platform about 40 feet square, sup-

ported by poles bound together with
heavy chains. Upon this platform
was a small cabin upon which the
men had slept and eaten their meals
for three weeks. The platform was
supported by heavr timbers resting on
piles. At about 5 a. m. the sea be-

came so heavy that portions of the
platform were washed away. The
men awoke about 5.30 o'clock and
found the spray from every wave
washing the side of their hut. Never-
theless they got breakfast and ate it.
The storm continued to increase in
fury, and finally a great wave struck
the cabin and threw it fairly into the
boiling sea, and with it every man on
the frail structure. Twelve of the
men succeeded in climbing upon the
huge stringers and lying face down,
with their arms around the beams,
they awaited the arrival of assistance.
Every moment increased their danger
and the waves with terrible force, tore
four of them, one by one from their
anchorage. In the mean time the
crew of the Chicago life saving sta-
tion had been sent to their rescue.
They arrived at the scene at about 11
a. m., and when they were within
throwing distance a line was made
fast by the almost drowning men to
the timbers and made tight from the
boat. The eight survivors then tried
to work through the surf to the boat,
but only four succeeded in making the
journey. Une ot tuese was wasuea
from the line but he succeeded, with
the aid of a plank, in reaching the
shore. -
