Evils of Borrowing. One of the
vices of farmers is chronic borrowing
In every neighborhood are those who
depend on others for a large number
of the tools and implements that they
use, to say nothing of grain bags,
seeds, etc., many times never return
ed. The good book says ; "The bor-
rower is servant to the lender," but in
this case, the lender, if he be of an
accommodating spirit, is the servant.
When tools are needed for use he will
find that another has them, or if re-

turned, are broken and out of repair.
In time they are worn out and must
be replaced at the expense of the
owner. In general it would be a
blessing to this class of borrowers if
lending was refused them. As long as
they can borrow they never buy or pro-
vide themselves with these necessary
articles, and the habit induces a kind
of Bhiftlessness which should not be
encouraged

The Business Outlook.
It is very gratifying to note the con

tinued signs of prosperity. What has
been looked upon as perhaps liable to
be a more apparant than real improve- -

, ment i3 now thought to be a genuine,
lasting one. The business man who
was despondent six months ago is
now cheerful and encouraged. The
Boston Advertiser makes note of the
improvement in various directions,
particularly in the wool and iron in-

dustries. It remarks that "thus far
the trade in wool has, this season
been the best for many years, and
Boston dealers have done a large and
profitable business." Of the iron and
steel trade generally, it says : " The
indication of a return of better times,
which is seen in the improved condi
tion of the steel and iron business, is
more assuring from the fact that the
revival begins so near the foundation
of our industries. The mills in Penn-

sylvania and other iron States are
supplied with orders through the cur-

rent year ; and, since the adjustment
of the trouble about wages in Pitts-

burgh, the establishments in that city
are running full time. The largest re-

ports of the Iron and Steel Associa-

tion mention an increasing demand
and a growing confidence in the situa- -

... tionjrhile io other, branches of trade
ia felt the impulse that we may hope
is to carry the country into a prosper-
ous season."

band concert. Third day, Thursday,
forenoon, historical address by a
speaker to be hereafter announced
afternoon, legislative session ; even
ning grand banquet.

Toasts and re
sponses, interspersed with music, will
conclude the festivities of the evening.
On Friday members will disperse to
their homes.

The latest
reliable ascertained comparison (for
1882, when the average was 35 in
Great Britain) gives the average per
head in the United States at 21 ; Ger-

many, 17; France,16; Italy, 7; and
Spain, 5.

One curious revelation made by re
cent censuses is found in tne growtn
of the female population of large cit-

ies. New York contains about 25,-00- 0

more women than men ; Boston
has a surplus of 18,000 women ; in
Baltimore there are about 1 7,000 more
women than men, and so on in sever-
al of the larger eastern cities.
Fifty years ago it was the men who
went to the cities to pursue their ca-

reers, while the women stayed at
home : but more recently women, both
in this country and in Europe, have
been crowding to the business centers.

Shelter In Summer.
An inexpensive plan, which is at

the same time effective, is to plant
grape vines around the sides of the
noultrv vard. The droppings of the
fowls form one of the best known fer
tilizers, and will help the vines along
wonderfully, and insure rapid growth
and an abundance of fruit. The foli-

age of the grape is among the first to
start out, and, though it will take a
little time to secure vine3 that will
have a thick foliage, a substitute may
be provided for the fjrst two or three

by training glories, squasu vines,
or wild cucumbers up the aides. Hav
ing shielded the stock from the un
comfortable rays of the noon-da- y sun,
there comes the duty of providing for
them at night. In most of our north
ern States and in Canada, and in all
of our southern States, the climate is
sufficiently warm to admit of their
roosting out of doors after the first of
June until the middle of Septem
ber. To allow of this a little outlay
of time and money will be needed, it
being necessary to shelter them from
rain and draughts of air. It is not
necessary in this case to provide any
thing more substantial than a rude
shelter of boards nailed together, and
thatched at the top to keep the rain
from coming in. In most poultry
yards there" is a run which could be
covered with plain boards, and al
though it would not be a very stylish
looking affair, it would answer the
purpose of the ordinary farmer, who
d ;es not care so much for style as tor
the comfort of his birds and the lin
ing of his pocket book. This might
be nailed up at the sides, and thus
would be formed a three sided house
with the poultry house as the back
The roosts should then be put in this
summer bouse, and a good cleaning
given the old one.

The Sanitary News urges the sani
tary examination of school buildings
during vacation. To give force to its
opinion, it quotes the words of Mr.
William Paul Gerhard, an eminent
sanitary engineer. In a recent arti
cle on school and college sanitation,
he says : f .'The annual vacation term
would seem to be a particularly fit
time to undertake a sanitary inspec
tion of the school buildings, of their
interior construction, sanitary arrange
ments, and of their immediate sur
roundings." He calls attention to the
absolute necessity of such a periodi
cal Inspection, by qualified persons,
and tbe correction of such structural
and sanitary defects as may be dis
covered. While the water supply,
drainage and ventilation should be ex
amined into, it is necessary to demon
strate the entire absence of dampness,
and to examine the methods of light
ing the class rooms, of heating the
building, the means of egress in case
of fire, the arrangement of seats and
desks, and finally into the plumbing
appliances.

Some writers continue to speak of
apples and potatoes sweating in the
bin or in the barrel, as if there was a
positive exudation of moisture. If
these men will put their apples in
barrels and their potatoes in the cell
ar when they are warm, we think they
wm see no sweating, unioss me ap
ples get so cold during the night that
they are cooler than the air during the
dav, in which case they would con
dense the moisture and sweat. For
a familiar example on a farm, bring
an ax from outside into a warm room
in cold weather and it will sweat as
badly as the potatoes do. A cool
body condenses the moisture in the
warm air.

Shooting Accident. A sad acci
dent occurred at Shelburn Falls last
Friday morning. The unfortunate
victim, Freddie McGee, is the thir-
teen year old son of John McGee
.hsq. Freddie and h)s j'oungest
brother Willie were in the garden near
the house at work, when they spied a
woodchuck in a field near, and both
ran to the house for the gun, which
they knew their father kept loaded in
a closet oil' from the kitchen. As
both boys were anxious to gain pos
session of the gun, quite a scuffle took
place between them, and by accident
the hammer of the gun caught upon
something and was discharged, the
whole heavy charge of BB shot enter-
ing the head of the oldest boy. The
charge eptered directly below the eye
on the right side, and oame put above
the left ear, 'The muz?le of the gun
must have been very closo to the boy's
head, as the charge went through
without scattering at all. Strange as
it may seem, the boj was still alive up
to Saturday afternoon, and appeared
to be partfally conscious. Of course
no hopes are entertained of his recov--i
ery. No real blame can be attached
to tbe younger brother, although he
had hold of the gun when it was dis-
