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Salmon Salad.

Chop all the white part of a buoech
of celery fine, add small teaspoonful
salt, half as ‘much pepper, One even
tn'aapmm!ul dry mustard and two
hard boiled eggs. Chop all together.
Add one can salmon after draining
off the oil, and pour over all a cup of
good vinegar. Stir and garnish with
hard-boiled eggs sliced, and parsley.

Here i8 another recipe for snlmon
gsalad: Four hard-boiled eggs, the
yolks of two rubbed fine and mixed
with one raw yolk; a pinch ol sugar,
ralt and mustard; one teaspoonful
melted butter and half e up of vinegar.
Chop salmon fine with as much celery
or white cabbage; mix together well
and just befors using pour over the
mixture. The bones must be all re-
moved from the salmon and oil
poured off, and the mixtore poured
over last.

More salmon salad—Drain the oil
from one can salmon; fill the can
with vinegar ; set in a pan of boiling
water for an hour: drain off liquor
and set in cool place.

Dressing—Beat two eges very light,
pour on them half cup beiling vine-
gar;get on fire till it thickens; add
teaspoonful butter, some mustard
and cayenne pepper;det it cool and
when ready for table add five table-
spoonfuls of sweet eream. Dress with
lettuce leaves.
