In the
year ending April 30, 1903, Lamoille
county received bounties on the fol-
lowing : Foxes, 263; lynx, 3; hedge
hogs, 433. for the year ending April
30, 1904, the number was: Foxes,
208; lynx, 5; hedgehogs, 1,414;
bears, 1.
