This at once raised the guestion
whether it is not possibly to guvern
50 vast a country more largely by its
own Inhabltants In accordance with Its
own wants and traditions. That does
not mean establishing representative
Institutions and placing the mere ma-
chinery of government In the hands of
the natives; it s quite possible, Indeed,
that the Intter has been done to far
too great an extent already. The low- |
er brunches of the civil service huw|
been thrown open and the ambition of |
the native seems to be to obtain a
government situation, where he is soon
drilled into all the red tape of the ofi-
cinl class, In this way thousands of
them came to be employed In famine
administration and were much more
reluctant to break through the stipu-
lnted regulations than the Englishman.
If they make a mistake they run the
risk of belng cashiersd, whereas an
English official in case of emergency
nlways feels at liberty to oxercise a
certain amount of discretion, for which
he will not be harshly treated by his
superiors as long as it s not abused.

The hoad man
of the villnge may be the recognlized
medium of communleation, but wheh
It comes to action his powers are very
limited.

India, In short, Is bhecoming over-
governed and with laws often allen to
the genius of the people, however ap-
propriate they may seem in the eyes
of modern civillzsation. Thelr natural
protectors find themselves of little ac-
count unless they enter Into the pre-
valling oceupation of the well to do
and become graln dealers or morchants
or rivals In some other way of the
rullng race, angd their Intorests they
then Imagine to be the continuance of
cheap labor. But until the value of
that is raised to a much higher per- {
manent level the people will never be
able to take care of themselves, and
each recurring time of scarcity and
fumine will be accompanled with tha
same pitiful tales of distress and suf-
fering which no commisslons of In-
quiry will ever eradleate,

It covers many acres of ground,
and the Mtle nesan, or headitones,
rlee  everywhere through the rank
growths  that OVer the
soll.
trees with thick
flabby to thoe

fat leaves, soft and
touch, of the kind eallea
“spoons” by the Malays, because thelr
ahape 18 not unlike that of a fiat rice
Indle. Occastoually the grave of a
raja, & noole, man of wedlth In
marked by a headstons upon which
gome plous words of Aralile invocation
have been rvudely carved; some others
are squared roughly; hut for the most
part the graves have no other orna-
ment than n round plece of water-
worn granlte protruding only a few
inches above the suiface of the ground,
or # rudely carved wooden peg lean
Ing craelly to one slde.
