The state levy has b en
fixed at one and ono fourth mills on
the dollar, and uudor this n total of
$910,341.19 Is nssecsed. That is all
the direct tax which the people of
Oklahoma will be required to pay to
maintain state government for nine-
teen and ono half montas, and It will
bo sufficient to meet every appropria-
tion made hy the first stato legisla-
ture.

Guthrie, Okla., Oct. 28. Fearlessly

An arrangemout being mndu
with largo banks to Immediately cash
these warrants ir tho guaranty rund
requires more cash than is kept on
hand, it is in this way that tho
gviirnnty rund yields moro than sur- -

flclint Interest to pay all the expenso
of administering tho affairs of tho
state banking board.

Third Quettlon: Will the stato ad- -

minlstratlou permit an Inspection of
the bookB of the stato guaranty bank
fund, and tho dispensary system, to
guhcr with ii public cxmulnntlon of
the bank officials with whom tho
state guaranty fund is deposited?

Answer: Yes sir. Any honest cit-
izen applying at tho Govornor'B office
vvil, be assured of uu opportunity to
make the examination you montion, or
any other examination of any depart
mont or tho state government. This
hat alwnys been permitted. The only
person excluded wan the secretary or
the republican stato committee, who
was ror a time allowed unrestricted
pilvlleges, which he grossly abused,
nnd lied about, until I ordered him
excluded as an untruthful and unde
niable citizen.
