It Is claimed that it oc-
curs but once or twice in the history of
these associations that they refuse to
make payment, it being necessary that
the circumstances which call for such
refusal must be most conclusive. Inas-
much as refusal to pay, except for the
most potent reason, would be the death
of the order. It is alleged that pne of
the members who is pushing the bill
very hard has an Interest In the certifi
cate Issued by the Maccabees on the life
of Dr. H. H. Pope of Detroit, who was
murdered by his wife, who was his ben
enciary under the certificate. The or
der held that as inasmuch as Mrs. Pope
was convicted of murdering her hus
band for the purpose of obtaining the
insurance on his life, the amount of the
certificate should not be paid. Mrs.
Pope, who is now serving a life sen
tence for this crime, has, it is under
stood, asigned this certificate to her at
torneys for their services in defending
her at her trial. It is rather a slgnlfi
cant fact that most of the lawyers in
the house favor the bill, possibly be
cause it may turn out some time that
they may acquire an interest in a certi
flcate in a similar manner.

THE PROBLEM IS A SERIOUS ONE.

Chain Gang Provision In the Molster Bill
Not Itecelved with Favor Last Week
the liveliest One of This Session of tho
Legislature 11111 of Interest to Frater
mil Itencflt Organization Governor
Fingree and Ills Scrap Hooka.

Lansing, Mich., April 13. It may be
put down as a safe proposition that it
will be many a year before the state
of Michigan will set Its oonvlcts at work
on the public highways. Thl9 fact was
very thoroughly demonstrated last week
when the Molster antl-convl- ct labor bill
was discussed in the house. It was quite
generally conceded that had it not been
for the chain gang provision of the
measure it would have received more
than 2!) votes, although there was no
reasonable hope of its passing in any
form. This is tho smallest vote that has
been cast for similar bills for a number
of sessions, the reason being that for
mer bills did not employ the provision
for parceling out the convicts 'to the
various counties for work on the high
ways. This was looked upon by a large
majority of the members as a step in
the direction of a return to barbarism,
and the opponents of the bill drew most
unattractive pictures of the effect that
the spectacle of convicts, adorned with
ball and chain, would have on the mor-
als of the youth of the state who would
be forced to gaze upon them. It is evi
dent that the convict labor problem i9
a serious one, and also that the labor
men will have to present some feasible
plan of employing the prisoners to ad
vantage before they will be able to se-

cure a departure from the present mode
of working them at whatever can be
foundfor them to do.

Itohblng Peter to Fay Paul.
The Idea has become pretty well

grounded in the minds of most citizens
that, even under the most favorable cir-
cumstances, the convict is bound to
compete with his free fellow citizen, and
that it would be simply robbing Peter
to pay Paul to abandon present Industries
only to engage in others whero the com-
petition would be felt more keenly by
some other branch of labor than under
existing circumstances. It has come to
be pretty generally understood, too,
that even though maintained in abso-
lute idleness the burden of maintaining
convicts would fall as heavily upon free
labor as it does now.

In its last report to the legislature the
state board of corrections and charities
recommended that greater discrimina-
tion be exercised in the matter of open-
ing the prisons of the state to visitors,
it not being creditable to the state that
she should make an exhibition, for gain,
of her wards. The fee of 25 cents
charged for admission was declared to
be poor compensation for the injury
done. In accordance with this recom-
mendation, tho senate has passed a bill
provldng that general visitors shall not
be admitted to any of the prisons of the
state, and the matter is now pending in
the house. Warden Chamberlain, of the
state prison at Jackson, is opposing the
passage of the bill. lie says that no
harm has come from the system so far
as his observation goes. The small ad-
mission fee charged, he says, brought
quite a revenue to the state without
harm to the prison) and with great con-
venience to the public. Of the money
received from this source, $300 is an-
nually used for extending the prison li-

brary, and thus does good work.
Demoralizing to the Prisoners.

The board of corrections, however,
makes strenuous objection to the admis-
sion of women and children particular-
ly, and in support of their proposition,
point to the fact that at a recent meet-
ing of the Wardens Association of the
United States and Canada, a resolution
denouncing the practice as demoraliz-
ing to the prisoners and without benefit
to the public was passed, the only nega-
tive vote being cast by Warden Cham-
berlain and the warden of an Ohio pris-
on.

Whether the result of election, or the
fact that election is a thing of the past,
has anything to do with the situation is
not known, but the fact is, as every one
here has noticed, that matters have
taken on a very lively turn during the
past week. Last week was altogether
the liveliest of the session, with the pos-
sible exception of the first week of the
year when the new state officials took
possession of their offices and a goodly
share of their constituents came here to
strike them for Jobs. The lobby which
had previously been conspicuous by its
absence, put in an appearance with the
election returns, and legislative matters
generally took on much of the old-tim- e

appearance. The hotelkeepers are be-
ginning to reap the harvest for which
they have long been waiting, and every-
body is Jollying up along the line. Up
to the 1st of April the session was dull-
er than any that can be recalled by the
present generation of Lansing citizens.
The plena for the balance of the session
art' hopeful inasmuch or all of the Im-
portant matters are yet to be consid-
ered, the beet sugar and convict labor
bills being about the only legislation,
other than that of a purely local nature
that has thus far been disposed of.
The result of the election, especially in
Detroit, has changed the situation not a
little, and it is evident that the
Pingree bills stand a much poorer show
of becoming laws than was the case be-

fore a Democrat was elected mayor of
Detroit.

To Increase Salaries.
For the thirteenth tlmeslnce 1870 propo-

sitions to increase salaries of state officials
have been submitted to the people of
Michigan, and unless the official re-

turns shall prove that the amendment
to raise the salary of the attorney gen-

eral from $S00 to $3,500, which was voted
upon last Monday, has carried, the peo-

ple have indorsed the proposition on but
three occasions, and this in spite of the
fact that it is notorious that, even
with the increases referred to, Michigan
pays the most miserable salaries of any
state in the Union.

GRANT MONUMENTS.

Memorials to the Nation's Hero In Many
Citiea.

As tho nation's hero many other mu-
nicipalities have honored General Grant
by the erection of monuments and stat-
ues. Probably tho most pretentious of
these is tho ono in Lincoln park, Chi-
cago. It is a bronze, equestrian statue
of heroic sizo and rests upon a largo
memorial bridge. It was erected by tho
citizens of Chicago at a cost of $G5,000.
Tho movement to raise this statuo was
Btarted tho day after General Grant's
demise, and tho monument was un-
veiled in October, 1891. Mrs. Grant
was present, and thousands of Grant's
old soldiers wero also there.

Another equestrian bronze of the fa-
mous general was unveiled in Brooklyn
about a year ago. It is of hcroio sizo
and is mounted on a flno pedestal. It is
a most artistio piece of work, having
been designed by tho celebrated sculp-
tor William Ordway Partridge, who de-

signed the statuo of Shakespeare in Lin-

coln park, Chicago. It stands in Bedford
square, facing tho Brooklyn Union
Lcaguo club house, whero tho enterprise
originated.

A most lifelike statuo was erected in
Galena, Ills., tho former homo of the
great soldier, about six years ago. It
represents Grant' as the citizen. It is a
full length bronzo and shows him in
civilian dress, standing in a character- -'

tic attitude.
Leavenworth, Kan. , also has a bronzo

monument of General Grant that is a
worthy tribute It is of hcroio sizo and
is mounted on a handsomo pedestal. It
stands near the National Soldiers' home
in that city and was unveiled Sept. 14,
1889. Ono of tho first monuments to be

completed, however, was that which,
was unveiled in St. Louis fully a year
previous. It is a bronzo statuo, and Gen-

eral Sherman was at the head of tho
movement which resulted in its erection.

Efforts have also been made to erect a
great memorial bridge across tho Po-

tomac at Washington in honor of Gcni
cral Grant, and a bill appropriating
$500,000 for the purpose was submitted
to congress nearly ten years ago. Tho
appropriation was never mado, however,
and, although the project has been re-

vived several times sinco, no decisive
action has been taken.
