While PittsburR bankers are not pre-

dicting an inimediato boom they note a
general improvement in business. The
commercial world, they find, has a bet-

ter tone than last year and there U some
increase in activity. Every investment
is made cautiously, of course, but there
is no question that investments are now
being made by those who look far into
the future and expect to profit by in-

vesting before the rush begins. From
such a condition to the full tide of pros-

perity is never a very long step. Those
who have been looking for a sudden
change from depression and close econ-

omy to an era of reckless speculation
and extruvagance have been disappoint
ed of course. Their expectations were
absurd. But the good times are stealing
upon them in epite of their disbelief,
and they will awaken some morning to
find they are here and that they have
missed a part of their opportunities by
keeping up such a loud oalamity wail
that they could not hear, the hum of
prosperity growing over the land.

Pittsburg bankers are very conserva-
tive in their conversation as well ns in
their operations. They are famed for
conservatism all over the country. And
when they admit, as several of them do
in' interviews in another column, that
business is in a satisfactory condition
and tending toward activity it may be
taken for granted that they see more
than enough to justify them in saying
so.

After all, prosperity is such an im-
palpable thing that the average citizen
is pervaded by its essence more than
affected by seeing or feeling it. The
tide has turned, and it will grow as it
flows onward. Timidity will give way
to confidence and then the boom will bo
here. Let ns hope that confidence will
not bo soon supplanted by overconfi-denc- e

and a mad rush toward the over-
done condition that always precedes the
crash.PittsburR Dispatch.

FOREIGN INVASION.

IIow Free Traders Help to Load Up Amer-
ican Markets.

The free .trade army that has been

They propose to aid business
men who are opposed to the senate
schedules in getting hearings from sena-
tors in sympathy with them and getting
the facts before the senate."

A Hullci In HI Heart.
"It is'gcuerally the r Hit that a man

cannot livo very leng uiiergettinR a bul-
let in his heart," paid n South Carolin-
ian, "but there in cn instance on record
in my state of n mm carrying a bullet
in his heart five weeks tefcro death.
The inciter is fully authenticated, the
post mortem examination having been
made ty Dr. Cuiran B. Earle, a nephew
of the lato Uuitul States Senator Larle.
The weenued man was named Tom
FerguEcn, and Le was shot by a negro
named Dc(k Chaney at Greenville, S.
C. Fcrpnson lived five weeks, and at
the post mortem examination a 32 cali-
ber bullet was found firmly imbedded
in the exterior wall of tho heart. The
cause of Ferguson's death was the inun-
dation of the pericardial cavity, which
impeded the action of tho heart, which
in plain English means that the cavity
surrounding the heart was punctured
and flooded to euch an extent that the
heart was prevented from beating. This
carrying a bullet in the heart is a re
markable case, let the physicians were
not able to say, without tedious research,
whether it has a like in tho medical
records or not A patient, it is said,
may live several days with a wounded
heart, and a metaphorical wound, how-
ever severe, may not shorten his life at
all, but the case?, if any, where one
carried a bullet in this sensitive organ

Washington, Aug. 3. The monthly
statement of the public debt, Issued yes
terday, shows that the debt leas cash In
the treasury at the close of business
an July 31, was $093,41,C16, an 'Increase
Suring the month of $6,790,500, which
is accounted for by a corresponding de
crease in the cash in tha treasury. This
decrease is in consequence of excep
tlonally heavy disbursements. The debt
IndependAit of the cash, was decrease
by 330.610. The debt is recapitulated
as follows: Interest bearing debt
$817,C65,320; debt da which Interest has
creased since maturity $1,336,340; debt
bearing no Interest, $377,761,442; total
$1,226,463,102. The cash is classified as
follows: Gold, $178,044,777; silver, $521,
734,139; paper, $149,429,392; bonds, dis
burslng officers' balances, etc., $18,753,
622; total $867,961,932.

The monthly comparative state
ment of the government receipts and
expenditures for July 6hows the total
receipts to have been $39,027,364, and
the disbursements $50,100,908, leaving
the excess of expenditures over receipts
$11,073,544. This deficit is accounted for
by abnormally heavy expenditures In
cldent to the beginning of the new fiscal
year, as compared with June the re- -

ceipts were Increased $2,442,656, and the
disbursements, $27,166,214. During last
month the receipts from customs
amounted to $16,966,801. an increase as
compared with July, 1896, of about $5,
000,000. The internal revenue during
July last yielded $19,767,831 as compared
with $14,302,532 for July, 1S96.

The monthly statement of the comp
troller of the currency shows that the
total circulation of national bank notes
on July 31, 1897, was $230,758,936, an in
crease as compared with July 31, 1896
of $4,916,481, and a decrease as com
pared with June 30, 1897, of $597,190. The
circulation based on United States
bonds was $206,498,956, an Increase for
the year of $395,452 and a decrease for
the month of $181,382.

MORE WARNING TO GOLD SEEKERS.

If You Go to the Klondyke This Year You
Are Likely tit Starve.

New York, Aug. 2. Joseph Ladue, the
owner of Circle City, on the Yukon
writes to The World from Schuyler
Falls, N. Y.: "J read in The World an
article written by Joaquin Miller saying
that there would be no starvation In the
Yukon valley this season, and that the
steamer Alice ar.d Belle would make
five trips up the Yukon, taking 450 tons
each trip. Mr. Miller does not know
what he was talking about. It Is a posi-
tive fact that the steamer Alice and
Belle will not make more than three
trips up the Yukon and will not take
more than 450 tons each trip, and out of
that 450 tons the food will not average
over 350 tons. That I am positive of,
People will starve like rats If this Is al
lowed to go on.

"I beg of you to contradict that state-
ment and warn all against going this
season. Any and all statements made
In regard to t'r.3 amount of supplies
which will go Into the Yukon this season
l can voucn for nearly as closely as
though I were there, for I am well posted
on what the steamers can do. There is
one thing which you must remember
gold you cannot eat, neither will it buy
you focd when there Is none in the coun
try."

BUSINESS BOOM IN SIGHT.

Jobbers All Over the Country Say That
Trade Is Picking: Up.

Chicago, July 30. The Wholesale Gro
cer publishes today answers from Job
bers all over the country to questions
regarding trade. The replies were from
Jobbers la twenty-seve- n states, and 60
per cent, shows an increase in the vol
ume of business for the first half of 1897
as compared with the same period last
year. Thirty per cent, reports the vol-
ume about the same, and 20 per cent,
notes a decrease.

The question If definite Improvement
in conditions was recognized was an
swered affirmatively by 70 per cent.
Sectlonally 64 per cent, of the Jobbers in
the southern states, 65 in the eastern, 70

from the western, and 95 per cent, from
the central states said "Yes" to the
Improvement question.

It was confident-
ly expected that the order would take
the government printing office and the
bureau of engraving and printing, In

loosen up the service so that It would
not hold water. The result proves that
there was no Justification for the n,

as the order extends the civil
service rules over all the custom houses.
Including sixty-fiv-e which had hereto-
fore been left out. The exceptions are
few, being two or three of the higher
subordinates In each custom house and
Internal revenue office.
