The twenty-nint- h Annual Registration
Report of Michigan has been Issued by the
Secretary of the State, and contains the
vital statistics for tho year 1893. There
were 18,952 marriages, 46,273 births, and
22,757 deaths recorded for the year. The
registration of deaths has been quite im-

perfect In this state, and, as seen in tbe
prcaent report, tbe returns have been made
so long after thn registration year that
much of the Interest and practical value of
these statistics has been lost. It Is there-

fore gratifying to note that theolast legisla-

ture enacted a new law for the Immediate
registration of deaths, requiring certificates
of death and burial permits throughout the
state, which will greatly improve the quality
of these returns and enable them to be
published in season to be ot practical use-

fulness to health officers. The law will take
effect on August 29.
