PARIS ANGRY WITH HENRL

Belleves That His Defoat Was Due to His
Want of Cool Nerve,

Parls, Aug, 18,—A sensatlonal rumor,
which s not yet confirmed, is in clreu-
lation that the wound of Prince Henrl
of Orleans |s not healing satisfactorily
and that the patlent is suffering from
high fever. The physiclans, it {s sald,
decline to give any deflnite information
as to his condition. According to an-
other rumor the Count of Turin, when
Prince Henrl was wounded, hurried
toward him, greatly agitated, and sald:
“I hope it Is not serious."

Although the Republicans would fain
console themselves with the reflection
that Prince Henri's overthrow has
killed Orleanlsm for a generation,
French pride, Irrespective of party, s
deeply hurt by the Italian prince's vie-
tory. The French anger |s further
stimulated by persistent reports that
Prince Henrl was Inferlor to his oppo-
nent In nerve more than in swordsman-
ship and was completely overtorng by
the violent, reckless onslaught of the
Count of Turin, The opinion Is sald to
have beon expressed by the count's sec-
onds that if Prince Henrl had had prop-
er self-control he had an opening in the
second bout which would easily have
enabled him to put the Count of Turin
hors de combat.
