WITH FREE TRADE.

Aggregnte Bhrinkage In Business During
Cloveland's Administration — Prosperity
Transferred 1o London — Decronse In
Tank Cloarings.

Well muy the people of the United
Statrs thank God that we have nt
length seen the end of the Democratio
experiment with free trade, or *'tarif®
refors,™ as the Mugwumps called it
For £ yeara nnd 11 months, less 4 days,
the *‘deadly blight'' of indusirial stag-
pution, for which Grover 'Cleveland |
:nl immediately and directly responsi-

le, hng been foreed upon ns. * For near-
ly two years prior to the enactment of
the law of “perfidy and dishonor’’ its
baneful effects were felt. Since the
olose of 1802, when it was known that
a Democratio congress and a Democratio
prosident had been eleoted, and that
their threat of free trade would be put
into execution, the industrinl enter-
of the United States have been
paralyzed with fear. The banks foresaw
the impending danger to Ameriean
manufactorers through the contemplated
influx of cheap foreign goods, and, fore-
pecing the danger, the banks promptly
locked up their capital g0 that the evils
of the free trade policy were felt long
before the fres trade tariff law was
placed upon our statutes.

And the evil did not end last week
with the substitntion of the Dingley
tariff for protection in place of the law
of "' perfidy and dishonor'' of the Demo-
eratic party. Anticipating the most
uatural idea of protection for American
jutercsts, the foreign manufactaring
and producing interesta have taken
every advantagoe of the miserable '‘rag-
bag production’’ that emanated from
the Demooratic party and have flooded
our markets with foroign goods that in
pome instapces canvot be donsumed
within a twelvomonth.

Of their sufferings history can never
tell, but their paticnce has been bright-
encd by the more revent knowledgo that
s Republican congress wonld bring re-
lief as xpeedily ns the Democratic and
Paopocratio obstructionists in the United
Stutes senate wounld permit. That relief
hns come, partially only for the present,
but it will be permanent and profitable,
we hope, ns soon na the last remnanta
of the rags and shoddy products of
cheap European labor have disappeared
from our markets. And what has been
the cost of this experiment with free
trade, of the practical workings of the
Democratio dootrine of free raw mate-
rial? Its sotual cost in dollars and cents
no man can ever estimate, but we can
ghow how the business of the city of
New York was transferred to London as
followa:

In the year 1802, when the United
States was at the height of its prosperi-
ty under the MoKinley policy of pro-
tection, the volume of business trans-
acted o the city of New York, as rep-
resented by the bank clearings of our
commercinl metropolis, nggregated near-
ly $§87,000,000,000. But the “‘dendly
blight'* of free trade threw its destruc-
tive blast npon us and the business of
New York city decreased by more than
§5,000,000,000 during the first year of
the Demoeratio administration. In the
next year, 1804, it decrensed by nlmost
£7,000,000,000 more, making a total
loss of business in the one city exceed-
ing over $12,000,000,000 within two
short years, In 1805 and in 1896 there
was somo slight improvement, yet the
volume of business transacted in New
York last year, under free trade, was
almost §8,000,000,000 less than in 1898
under protection.

But study the effect of our Demoorat-
io fisoal policy upon the London market,
upon British trade and upon English
enterprise. With practioally no change
in 1892 and 1808, followed by a decline
