dlsasteH) the Gulf was given out last
night. According to the railroad reports
a heavy wind came on Sunday night, at-
taining the velocity of a hurricane at 6

o'clock in the evening and increasing in
force until 9 p. n,., when the highest
velocity was reached. In Port Arthur
six lives were lost, about thirty houses
were blown down, the second story of
the bank was blown off, the Sabine hotel
was damaged J800 and roofs were blown
from the roundhouse, natatorlum and
the railroad company's stables. The pier,
it is reported, was somewhat damaged.
The dead are Frank Albright, electric
light employe; Fritz Mlchalis, carpen-
ter; George Martin, bricklayer; un-
known man; May Ainsworth, 13 years
old; infant son of W. H. Johnson. In-
juredMrs. Roy Stafford, right leg
broken near hip; Roy Stafford, legs
badly bruised; little daughter of Staf-
ford, seriously injured.

The railroad reports do not state
whether these people were killed In the
hurricane or drowned, though it is
stated that there is no high water nor
overflow at Port Arthur. Of the disas-
ter at Sabine Pass, which Is the "opposi-
tion" town to Port Arthur, the Pitts-
burg and Gulf statement says: "At Sa-

bine Pass the loss is one schooner, four
tugs, many buildings, ten or more peo-

ple drowned, including Moore & Bettis,
contractors, and there is six feet of water
in Sabine city." President A. E. Still-wel- l,

of the Pittsburg and Gulf, last
night wired his representatives at Port
Arthur that the company would sub-
scribe $10,000 to repair the damage to
homes In Port Arthur and would ar-
range for the expenditure of the money.
The damage to the peir will be repaired
at once.

MINER'S STRIKE TO END.

Adopted at I lie Con vent ion at
Columbus.

Columbus. O., Sept. 13. The great
miners' strike which was declared on
July 4 was brought to an end Saturday
evening so far, at least, as western
Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana and West.
Virgiria are concerned, by the action of
the interstate convention of miners
which had been in session here since
Wednesday. After a day of voting and
wrangling, the convention adopted a res-
olution accepting the proposition of the
Pittsburg operators. The vote was 495
for and 397 against the terms of settle-
ment; eleven votes were not cast. The
delegates from Illinois, who had 250
votes, were unanimously against a set-
tlement. Indiana and West Virginia
voted solidly to accept the operators'
proposition, but there were scattering
votes among the Ohio and Pittsburg
delegates against it. The resolutions
adopted were exactly the same to all
practical intents and purposes as those
that had been rejected earlier in the day,
and are as follows:

"Resolved, That we, the miners of
Pennsylvania, West Virginia, Ohio, In-

diana and Illinois, in convention assem-
bled, do hereby agree to accept the prop-
osition recommended by our national
executive committee, viz.: 65 cents in
the Pittsburg district; all places in the
above-name- d states where a relative
price can be obtained to resume work
and contribute liberally to the miners
who do not receive the advance, where
the fight must be continued to the bitter
finish.

"Resolved, That the national officers,
executive board and district presidents
act as an advisory board for the purpose
of providing ways and means for the
carrying on of the strike where neces-
sary; provided, however, that no district
resume work for ten days, for the pur-
pose of giving miners In other districts
time to confer with their operators and
get the price if possible."

DISEASED MEN
IN 20 YEARS. 3

TWO TRAINS CRASH TOGETHER AND
KILL FORTY PEOPLE.

New Castle, Colo., Sept. 11. The worst

wreck in the history of the state of Colo-

rado occurred at 12:25 yesterday morn-

ing on the track of the Denver and Rio

Grande and the Colorado Midland rail-

ways, one and a half miles west of here.

An. i twelve hours incessant work by the
wrecking crews in clearing away the

debris and rescuing the bodies of those
who perished it was still impossible to
secure more than estimate of the loss of
life, and not even those known to be"

dead had been identified. Many of the
unfortunates will never be known, and
it is possible that the number killed wll!
always be In doubt. From the best in-

formation obtainable now fully thirty
persons are believed to have perished,
while 1S5 were taken out of the wreck
suffering from serious Injuries.

I'HHKfiiKt-i- ; and .Stork Trains Collide.
The wreck was caused by a head-en- d

collision between a Denver and Rio
Grande passenger train running at the
rate of forty miles an hour and a special
Colorado Midland stock train running at
a speed of probably thirty miles. So ter-

rific was the concussion that both en-

gines, the baggage and express cars, the
smoker and day coaches, and two stock
cars were totally demolished and the
track tern up for rods in both directions.
To add to the horror of the scene the
wreck caught fire from an explosion of
a Pintsch gas tank on the passenger
train, and burned so rapidly that many
passengers pinned beneath the debris
were burned to death before help could
reach them.

The most generally accepted theory
as to the cause of the wreck seems to be
that Conductor Burbank, of the Mid-

land special, anticipating the time of the
passenger, undertook to "steal a sta-
tion" and beat the passenger into New
Castle. Burbank escaped uninjured, and
upon orders from Coroner Clark has
been placed under arrest by the sheriff.
Midland Engineer Ostrander is missing,
and a thorough search all about his en-
gine fails to reveal any vestige of his
remains. It is thought that when he
saw the threatened danger he Jumped
from his engine, and realizing his negli-
gence took, to the hills. Mr. and Mrs. E.
H. Strouse, who live a quarter of a mile
from the scene of the accident, report
that when the two trains met the shock
so great as to literally hurl them out of
bed. Some say the noise was heard and
felt in New Castle.

NOT MANY OF THK DEAD KNOWN.

But Nine Have It. Identified So Far
v., in. of the Wounded.

The dead as far as recognized are: F.
J. Keenan, mall agent, of Denver; Rob-
ert S. Holland, fireman Denver and Rio
Grande railway, Salida; Mrs. Alexander
Hartman and two sons, of Herscher,
Ills.; James Erlck, of Chicago; Charles
Leeper, of Clarion, Pa.; William Gor-
don, engineer of the passenger train;
William Hlnes. fireman.

The injurt'd are: Rev. Alexander
Hartman, Herscher, Ills., both legs
broken and badly burned; John H,
Stander, Black Foot, Ida., leg broken,
face cut and burned and bruised; Miss
Pearl Cornell, Alciet, Ore., hip dislo-
cated; J. C. Yeager. Toledo, O.. injured
internally ; Mrs. Mary Israel, St. Paul,
slightly injured internally; D, H.

Victor, Colo., face burned; O.
V. Titson, Cooker, Mo., cut badly about
head; R. H. Brlckley, Chicago, back In-

jured; J. C. Young, St. Louis, cut In
forehead, not serious; Thomas Nash,
Mohab, Utah, left arm broken, badly
burned in face; R. W. Shot, Leeper, Pa.,
badly bruised: Brakeman Knapp, leg
crushed; James C. Foley and William
S. Missemer, express messengers,
bruised. The case of Engineer Ostrand-
er, of the freight engine, is still in doubt.

Charred fragments of limbs and
bodies of a number of persons have
been taken out of the ruins, hut it is
not likely that any more bodies will be
positively identified, and it seems cer-

tain that the number of killed will
remain In doubt. The coroner found a
shaving mug with the name, "W.
Nicholson" upon it; also a gold watch
with the name of F. C. Potter engraved
on the outside.

Dismissed the Kill.
Washington, Sept. 15. Judge Cox, of

the supreme court of the District of
Columbia, yesterday dismissed the bill
of complaint of John G. Wood, superin-
tendent of mails at Louisville, praying
that Postmaster General Gary and As-

sistant Postmaster General Heath be
enjoined from removing him from office.

Making Parchment Paper.
The operation of manuf acturing parch-

ment papers such as are used for wrap-
ping butter and other similar objects
is a very interesting one. Parchment is
produced directly from the raw paper
web in practically one operation. The
sheet to bo parohmentized is passed
through sulphurio acid and then through
rollers having a uniform action, which
discharge the surplus acid, the expressed
liquid being returned to tbe tank or
vessel. The paper is then carried and
passed through a washing apparatus as
a tank, and also through sprays of
water, being led and guided by rolls
over which it passes, so that the fret
acid is washed off or removed as far as
possible by mechanical washing. Tbo
sheet next passes through a bath of soda
solution or alkali and then through
nippers to express surplus alkali, which
is returned to tbe bath. Then tho paper
is carried through an apparatus to be
further waBhcd with water. Next it is
passed through a bath of bleaching ma-
terial, as "bleach" or the like, then
through further washing apparatus,
again passed between presses and
squeezed, and then finally it is passed
through a bath of glycerin, after the
passage through which the paper is
wound upon a roller or coiled up in a
completed state of parchmentization.

Five New Cane at New Orleans and Four
Likely To lie Added Today.

New Orleans, Sept. 15. The official
bulletin of the board of health for New
Orleans yesterday is as follows as of-

ficially announced by the state board of
health: Concerning the original twelve
cases it is stated by Dr. Woods, of the
sanitary inspection department, on per-
sonal observance that three already re-

ported as seriously ill are decidedly
better. The remaining nine have prac-
tically recovered. Of the three new cases
declared yellow fever only one Is con-

sidered seriously ill. Positive cases of
yellow fever have been declared to exist
at the following places in this city: Two
at 1436 Dante street, Carrollton; one
at 1432 Dante street, Carrollton; one at
1322 Magnolia street, First district; one
at 3141 St. Claude street, Third district.

To sum up there have been fifteen
positive cases of yellow fever, represent-
ing six foci of infection. All cases re-

ported as suspicious are at once put
under guard and strict quarantine will
be maintained until every possibility of
danger from that case Is at an end. Out-
side of the above official declarations
there are four suspicious cases which

.will probably be added to the list today.
Washington, Sept. 15. Last night's

advices from the yellow fever district
contained the following information:
Surgeon Carter reports another case of
yellow fever in Scranton, Miss. From
Mobile, Dr. Gulteras reports three new
cases. The disease, Dr. Gulteras says,
will begin to assume an epidemic form.
One new case Is reported at Barkley,
Miss Dr. Gulteras has been ordered
to proceed to Edwards, Miss., to ex-

amine a suspicious case of sickness.
