The Lightest Substance.
The pith of the sunflower stem is said

to bo tho lightest substance known. Its
speoiflc gravity is 0.028, as compared
with 0.09 for elder pith, hitherto recog-
nized as the lighter material, and 0.1
for reindeer hair and 0. 24 for cork. The
sunflower is extensively cultivated in
central Russia, mainly for its seeds.
But the discovery of the extreme light-
ness of its pith has added to its com-
mercial value. For life saving appli-
ances at sea cork has a buoyaucy of 1 to
5 and reindeer hair 1 to 10, while sun-
flower pith has a buoyancy of 1 to 85.

Those who aro familiar with
tho coal market say that within a very
few years tho Chinese coal mines will
supply tho wholo markot of the Pacific
coast, except those portions where coal
is found. The extremely cheap labor of
China enables tho coal to bo brought to
tho surfaco at a very low price. The on-

ly obstacle to very activo competition
in this industry at present is the want
of good transportation facilities in Chi-
na.

Color Photography.
The Chassagne process of color pho-

tography, which created a small sensa-

tion in London last spring, proves to
have been greatly overestimated in the
first published dertcriptions. Sir Honry
Trueman Wood, the British expert in
photography, who vouched-fo- r tho proc-
ess originally, has recently publicly

that tho process is not an
entirely automatic ono, as was claimed.
"Tho operator requires to know gener-
ally what the colors should be, and the
results largely depend on his judgment
and skill in applying tho color in the
right places. ' ' He still believes, how-

ever, that a certain amount of tho "se-
lective absorption" originally claimed
for the process docs exist, but finds it
difficult to justify himself as to how
far tho process is purely mechanical and
how far it is a matter of skill. En-
