THE DOLLS UTILIZED FOR HOME

MADE CHRISTMAS PRESENTS.

Ballet Dancer Shaving Taper Case Ttinl
la Jut Too Cute For Anything A Fan-

tastic Penwiper and Blotting Pad Makes
an Acceptable Gift.

Ab the holidays draw near there is a
great demand for novelties, especially
for those that ouu be made at home.

Two useful and dainty gifts which can
be easily made by the average bright
American girl are here described.

At a Japanese store, that home of
pretty things within the reach of the
most slender purses, can be purchased
for the sum of 10 cents a lifelike little
bead with a fringe of wiry black hair
protruding from under a paper disk. In
the center of this is a bole, through
which a duster is intended to be slipped,
but a very fantastic penwiper and blot-
ter combined may be readily made in-

stead. Cut two circular pieces of cha-
mois of two contrasting colors (every
desirablo shade can now be obtained in
this leather; the model was made of
yellow and royal purple), and, having
pinked the edges, gather in a bunch
from the centor and fasten with a bit of
wire to a burned match. Slip the match
through the opening in the top of the
head until it rests crosswiso inside,
thus fixing tho penwiper firmly in
place. Now cut six squares of blotting
paper of tho samo color as tho chamois
and lay them alternately ono on top of
another ; then cut a circlo of chamois
an inch and a half in diameter and lay
in tho center of tho topmost piece of
blotting paper. Take the head, make a
holo in eucli side of the neck and, thread-
ing a largo needle with baby ribbon,
pass it from tho chamois on top through
tho lust sheet of blotting paper and then
back again, this time passing through
tho holo in tho side of tho neck. Now
tako the two ends of tho ribbon and tie
first in a firm knot and then in a dainty
little bow. Having made a similar bow
on tho other side, tho novel little gift
is finished. The ribbon used must of
course bo of tho earue color us the cha-
mois.

Another pretty present is n Japanese
ballet dancei' shaving paper case. An
ordinary jApAJMM doll about ton inches
high is used tor this novel littlo dancer.
Having disrobed tho victim of its native
gown, proceed to array it in crape tis-
sue paper. Tho one in question was
dressed in light bluo, the ribbon used
being black. The troutCM, which reach
just to the end of the unsightly brown
muslin, and tho beginning of the pink
knee, aro cut from uu oblong piece of
tissue paper, sewed np the center and
shirred at tho bottom of each leg to form
a rullle. A waist is cut from a straight
pieco with two boles cut for tho arms,
into which is sewed a plain straight
sleeve shirred at tho end to form a ruftio.
This is creased around tho center to
make tho wheelliko gffdOt shown iu tho
illustration The waist is then shirred
around tho neck about half an inch
from the top to form a ruffled collar.
For tho skirt cut 20 circles about 4,
inches in diameter and notch their
edges, fold in half and then again iu
quarters without creasing them. Thread
these through the pointed end on a
strong piece of linen cord and, tying
the cord tightly round tho waist of tho
doll, push the trills until the- - stand out
evenly all arduud. A ribbon is then
passed round the Waist, crossed in front,

then in the bock and is tied in a bow in
the center. A loop of tho ribbon is then
sewed to tho iTosspiceo by w hich to
hang it up

Hand Painted Piesent.

gifts ono can prepare if she can paint!
A fancy greatly appreciated by one who
cannot paint is this: Take a satin rib-

bon from three to four inches wide,
havo it long enough to tie iu a hand-
some bow. frinpo tho ends and then
above this paint n tasteful design.
Flowers are perhaps prettier than any-
thing else, but 1 saw ono with a tiny
landscape painted upon it with such
delicate touches that it was lovely
ThoKO bows are to he used as adorn-
ments for sofa arms or bsu III Of to put
upon tho left hand corner of a chnir
back.
