WATCH OUT FOR G-ME LAWS.

Deputy Game Warden Geo. Carpenter's
Work—Summary of the Most Impor-
tant Game Laws of interest to Times
Readers.

Depaty Warden George Carpenter states
that be finds very few indieations of vio-
lated game lnws this senson and says that he
thinks sportsmen arve beéginning to reach
the conclusion that \t Is a good deal safer
and perhaps much cheaper to refraln from
bunting out of season. Mr. Carpenter is
about the county a great deal and has & bad
habit—for any nnwary sportsman—of in-
vestigating the cause for netlon It be hap-
pens to hear & susplelons gun shot or two,
which conpled with hig absolute power to
make just ms thorough a search of game
hags as he chboses, makes blm & power to
be feared by the sportsman law breaker.
Mr. Carpenter Is an euthusiastie sportsman
himsell but oneé who belleves In fairpess In
sport and consequently in the enforcement
of the game laws, and those who koow bim
best affirm that he Is so lmpartial in the ex-
ercise of his duty that he would prosecute
liis best triend If be caught him in A viola
tion of the laws he Is appointed to enforee.

In this conneetion it may be well to re
mind some of our amatear sporismen of the
open sensons for some of the more common
varieties of gahtwe, The lst s made direct-
ly from the compilation of the state game
and fish laws of the revision of 1897,

It should be remembered that all fox, gray
and blaek squirrels are pow protected by
iaw,ns they wore Iast year, and can be law-
fully shot only from October 1st to Decem-
ber 81st both Inclusive. The use of ferrits,
common 1n some localities, s glso forbldden
in squirtel huoting. As this is only the
second year In which squairrels have been
given any protection and as some mistake
wins made In various papers throughout the
state last year In regard to the opening of
the season, careful note should be taken of
this law.

The season for rufiled grouse, partridge,
pheasant, quall, snipe, woodeock, and plo-
ver opens on the same day on which the
squirrel season opens but eloses on the even-
ing of the first of December instead of the
81st. Pinnated grouse or prairie chickens
are protected for five years from May 7,
1807, the date of the passage of the special
act relating to them.

The first game at which the lovers of the
gun may shoot is water fowl, the season
for *“any kind of wild duck, wild goose,
brant or other wild water tow!” being *‘from
the 1st day of September to the 81st day of
January both inclusive, and then from only
one-half hour before sunrise untll one and
one half hours after sunset each day.”

No swivel or punt guns are allowed nor
Is it Iawful to use any saare, trap, or pitfall
in the hunting of any game birds. 1t is al
s0 uniawful for persons on any boat propell-
ed by steam, naptha, electriclty, ete., to
shoot any wild fowl.

The open season for deer {5 “‘from the Sth
day of November to the 80th of Noyember
both inclusive.” No person can lawfully
kill more than five deer In one season
nor can he lawfully kill a deer when In the
red coat or a fawn when in the spotted coat
The vse of snares, pitfalls, actificial lights,
or dogs Is also forbidden ns I8 also the kill-
ing or eapturing of deer when In the waters
of any of the streams, ponds, or lakes of the
state. It Is also unlawful to hunt deer with-
out first secuning a huoter’s leense, costing
seventy-five eents, from the county clerk of
the eounty In which the hunter resides.

The trout season eloses next week Wed-
pesday, the closed season being from Sep-
tember 1st to May st

The Casket Factory Building Completed.

This week The O wosso Casket Works s
iwoving into the third large oew bullding
which bas ocoupled the same site at the
south of their Hoes of (actory bulldings.,
Ihe general lloes of each of these bulldings
has been allitls larger than the preceding
and the one just being completsd Is the larg-
st and most convenleat of all.

The aew ballding ls 60x116 feel on the
ground and is five stories in height. Oao
the north side a brick oll house adjoins the
new part while a tittle to the east and also
adjoining the north side of the bullding i= a
14x16 foot elevator shaft and stairway com-
bined. This loeation of the elevator shaft
I8 n peenlinr one at least as far as O wosso
faotories are concerned but the plan has
some marked advantagos for the floor does
vol have to be cut up for either elevator or
stalrways and no space 1# lost in that way.
Then as there will be ron doors between
L6 elevator shafts-and the various floors ot
the bullding the shaft will oot farnish a
means of communication from floor to floor
for fire.

The greater part of the new bullding will
be used for storivg stock but there will be

more or less of the Snlshing work done in |

the east end of the bullding. The east end
of the fifth story will ba used as a flowing
room where the goods will receive their last
cont of varnish. Toe east end of the fourth
story will be used (ur a finishiog room ‘tor
white stock. Tnoe third floor will coatain a
rubblug room besides stock room aod the
second will be used for a cloth room where
the cheaper grades of cloth will be kept and
made up. Considerable space on the fest

tlone will also be glven up to Hoishing worl
though here too much stoek will be stored.

The clty Is to be congratulated on the
completion of this buliding which more
than takes the place of the ooe lost by fre
last winter. It is rortunate in having & man
at the head of the congern who I8 not dls-
heartened by two fires, which were either
one bad enough to discourage many men,
but who is in better shape than ever to do a
fine business here,
