CYCLONE IN THE SOUTH.

A Large Number of People Full Victims to
the Storm.

Memphis, Tenn., March 20. A series
of terrific wind storms swept through
portions of Alabama, Mississippi and
Arkansas Saturday doing an immense
amount of property damage and killing
a number of people. The storms cov-
ered a rudlus of s veral hundred miles,
destroying telegraph Wires and cutting
off communication with a large part
of the affected country, clebourne coun-
ty, Ala., seems to have suffered the
most severely, the storm there assum-
ing the proportions of a tornado. The
reports of fatalities in the county vary
from six to twenty and many more are
aid to have been injured.
At Sellers and Duverne, Ala,, much

damage Is reported and at Rob Roy,
Ark., one man was killed and several
were badly injured. Dumas, Ark,, was
practically wiped out of existence and
several other towns In the vicinity suf-
fered severely. One person is reported
killed at Hickory Flat, Miss., and as the
farm houses in the vicinity suffered
heavily It is not unlikely that many
fatalities occurred which have not yet
been reported. A telegram from Birming-
ham, Ala., says that a passenger on the
Southern train from Atlanta, says that
near Edwardsville, Ala., a house In
which twelve persons lived was wrecked
and nine of them killed. Another pas-
senger said he had heard that seven
more were killed near Heflln, Ala.

termediate court, circuit Judircs, and Justicesof the peace shall be conservators of trie peace
within their respective jurisdictions.

Skction 20. The Urst election of Judges ofthecircult cnurts &hall be held on the firstMonday in April, one thousand, eftrht hun-
dred and fifty one, and every sixth year there-
after. The first election of judges of the In-
termediate court shall be held on the firstMonday of April, one thousand nine hundredone, and for one judge of said Intermediatecourt every two years then after The judges
of such intermediate court shall be so classi-
fied that but one ol them shall go out of office
at the same time. The Oovernor shall ap-
point Judges of such Intermediate court, who
shall bold their respietive offices until thlersuccessors are e ected and qualified When
ever an additional circuit court is created,provision sball be m ide to hold the subsequent
elections of such additional judges ut the

herein provided.
IV. An amendment to SCOttOU Fortv nineof rtic Four, relative to the laying out, es

struotlon, improvement and maintenance ofhighways, bridges, and culverts by countiesand townships, it being proposed to amend
said sect ion so that it shall read as follows:

Suction 40. The legislature may provide forthe laying, out, construction, improvement.
and maintenance of highways, bridges and
mid culverts by counties and townships, and
may authorize counties to take charge and
control ol any highways within their limits
lor such purposes, and may modify, change,
or abolish the powers and duties of township
commissioners and overseers of highways.
Hut the tax raised in any one year shall riot
exceed two dollars upon each one thousand
dollars valuation, according to the assessment
roll ot the County for the preceding year. The
legislature may also prescribe the powers and
duties of the Hoards of Supervisor! In rela-
tion to highways, bridges and culverts, and
may provide for one or more county road
comm ssioners to be elected (by the people, or
appointed) with such powers and duties as
prescribed! by law.

So county shall incur any indebtedness for
any pui pose, in excess ot three per cent, of
the valuation, according to the last assess-
ment roll, ami no such indebtedness beyond
one-hal- f of one per cent, of such Valuation
shall be incurred, unless authorized by a ma-
jority ot 'the electors of said county voting
thereon. Provided, that any county road
system provided by law shall not go Into op- -
e, ai ion in any county until the electors f
said OOUnty, by a majority vote, have de-
clared in favur of adopting the county road
system.

St. Olalr is or may be situated). And the cir-
cuit judge or judges of such circuits, in nddl-tlo- n

to the salary provided by theconstltuiion,
shall receive trom their respective coun.ics
such additional salary as may from time to
time be fixed and determined by the Mo rd of
Supervisors el said county. And the Board
of Supervisors of each county in the upper
peninsula is hereby ant horized and empowered
to five and pay to the circuit judge of the ju-
dicial circuit to which said county is attached,
such additional salary or compensation as may
from time to time be fixed and determined by
such Hoard Of supervisors.

II. An amendment to Section Twenty-two- .
Article Four, relative to furnishing supplies,
and to the establishment in the city of Lan-
sing, a printing Oslos Owned by the state, if
being proposed to amend said section so that
It shall rend : follows:

Skction The legislature shall provide
by lnwthat the furnishing of fuel and sta-
tionery lor the use of the state shall be let by
contract to the lowest bidder or bidders, who
shall give adequate and satisfactory security
for t he performance t hereof. The lejrislatura
shall provide bj la v for the establishment, al
the city of Lansing, ot a Slate Printing and
Binding Establishment, In whfoh the criming
and binding of the lawn and Journals, all
blanks and printing for the Executive depart
ment, and all Other printing and binding or-
dered by the legislature, snail he performed.
The legislature shall not rescind or alter any
oontraoti nor release the person or persons
taking the same, or his or their suret ies, from
the performance of any of the conditions of
his contract. No member of the legislature
or officer of this State shall be interested, di-

rectly or indirectly, In an State contract.
Ml. Amendments to Sections One, Five,

Bight, Ten, Twelve, Fourteen, Fif teen, Nine-
teen and Twenty, Of .Article Six, relative to ju-
dicial depnrtment.it being proposed to amend
said sections so thnt they shall read as fol-

lows I

Skction I. The Judicial power Is vested In
one Biipreme court, In one Intermediate court,
which intermediate court shall have such ju
risdictlon and powers as may be prescribed
by tbe legislature, in circuit courts, and In
justices of the peace. Municipal courts of
civil and criminal jurisdiction may be estab-
lished by the legislature. In cities.

Skction 5. The supreme court shall, by a
general rule, establish, modify and tunc nd the
practice In such court, and in the interme-
diate, circuit and probate courts, and simplify
the same. Tne legislature shall, so far as prac-
ticable, abolish distinctions bet ween law and
equity pr icoedings. The office ot master in
chancery Is prohibited.

Section h. The intermediate court shall
have such appellate jurisdiction In all mat-
te civil and criminal, from all oirciiit
courts and other inferiorcourts and tribunals,
and supervisory control of the same, as may
be prescribed bv law. Thecircult courts shall
have original jurisdiction in all matters clvli
aud criminal, not excepted In thisconstitution
and not prohibited by law, and appellate ju-
risdiction from all inferior courts and tribu-
nals, and a supervisory control of the same.
The intermediate and circuit courts phall
also have power to Issue writs of

corpus, mandamus, injunction, quo
warranto, certiorari, and ll other writs
necessary to carry Into effect their or-

ders, judgments and decrees, and glvothetn
general control over inferior courts and tri-
bunals within tbelr respective jurisdictions,
and in all sucb other cases and matters as the
supreme court shall by rule presorlbe.

Skction 10. The supreme and Intermediate
courts may each appoint a reporter for its de-

cisions. The decisions of the supreme court
and the informed late court shall be in wrltinur,
ami signed by the Judges concurring therein
Any judge dissenting therefrom shall give
the reason of such dissent In writing, under
his signature. All such oplnio.is shall be filed
in the office of the clerk of such supreme
court and Intermediate court, respectively.
The judges of the circuit courts, within tbelr
respective Jurisdictions, may appoint a sten
ographer, and may fill vacancies in tho office
of county clerk and prosecuting attorney, tut
no Judge of the supreme, intermediate or cir-
cuit courts shall exercise any other power of
appointment to public office, except as d

for above, and In section twelve of this
article

Skctiow 12. The clerk of each county or-
ganizes for Judicial purposes shall he clerk
nf tne circuit court of sucb county. The su-
preme and Intermediate courts shall each have
power to appoint a clerk for their respective
courts, and such other officers, as mat be ne-
cessary to tbe preparation of tholr said opi-
nions, and 10 carry Into effect their Judgments,
doort'is and orders.

Samoa 14. When a vacancy occurs In the
office of the Judge of the supreme, Interme-
diate, circuit or probate courts, It shall he
filled by appointment or the Oovernor. which
shsH continue until his successor Is elected
and qualified. When elected, such successor
shall bold his offloe the residue of tbe unex-
pired term.

Ssctioh lf. The supreme and Intermediate
courts, circuit and probate courts of osch
county, sball be courts of record, rtnd sball
each have a common seal.
