We 11 ud several tracts of laud throughout the
city which have been sold and passed out of the
hands of the original owners under descriptions
determined either by metes and bounds or as
lots and blocks of a ' proposed" addition, aud
where such owners have apparently abandoned
any Intention of ever platting said tracts, the tax
rolls and records are burdened with long and
sometimes defective descriptions for many years
to the danger of defective rolls and tho defeat of
enforced collection of taxes. Where such Inten-
tion of the original owner to plat is abandoned,
the law provides (Compiled Laws of 187, Section
8372) that .the couucii of a city may do so, but
and mark the words for tho purpose of levying
a&d enforcement of taxation only The law es-

pecially sets forth that by this act the city ac-

quires no rights and that the private aud vested
rights and titles of individuals are In no way dis-

turbed or Interfered with. Thus a strip of land
within said plat used as a private right of way
must be so marked dpou the plat and tho title iu
fee to such strip In an Individual Is not disturbed
aud the city acquires no public highway of such
strip of land through the act of platting. The
expense of platting land under this act falls en-

tirely upon the city, and consists in the survey-
or's fees for survey and three copies of maps,
and expense of recording aud filing same.
