Vour Hutdrod Prisoners.
Toward the clese of the peninsular
war 400 prisoners were captured by
Jolin Colborns, aftarward Field Mar
shal Lord Seaton, Colborne, who was
wounded at Talaveran, had been dis-
abled for some time, but In 1813 he
ras In active gervice again, nand when
Wellington's army crossed the frontier
into France he performed what was in-
deed the most nmazing feat of his ca-

reer,

Whoen riding, with no comrade but
the famous Sir Henry Smith, separated
from his column, he saw 400 French
soldlers passing along a ravine below
him, *“The only way was to put a
good face on the matter,” he wrote.
“So I went up to them, desiring them
to surrender, The oflicer, thinklng, of
course, the colnmn was behind me, sur-
rendered bils sword, saying theatrieally,
‘Je vous rends cette epee, qul a blen
fait son devoir, (I surrender this
sword, which has done its duty well)
The 490 followed his example.” Sir
Hehry Smith used to declare that he
had never secen such cool presence of
mind as Colborne displayed on this oe-
caslon,
