Cffecta of This Form of Mental and
Physical Derangement.

In a paper read before the congress
of French alienists at Grenoble Dr.
Gaston Lalanno pointed out that
anxiety is n disturbance which is ex
pressed by the entire being. The ex
citing causes are sometimes physical
and sometimes psychical, and the
symptoms manifested are both phys
leal and mental. Tho pttyslcal symp-
toms comprise cold feelings and chills
of the scalp and body, general lassl
tude, of voluntary
movements far more apparent than
real emotional coloring of speech, and
vertigo, which is dependent upon vaso
motor cerebral disturbances or upon
digestive troubles. In the anxious
states there are always circulatory
troubles, such as accelerated heart beat,
Irregularity of the heart's action,
heightened arterial tension and cold
ness of tho extremities. Respiratory
disturbances are also present

The psychical symptoms of anxiety
include various degrees of vague dread
and apprehensiveneas, often taking
definite forms, in which case they are
designated as "phobias" or "obessions
of fear," weakening tho capacity of at
tentlon and of memory, and a tend'
ency to confusion of ideas. Ilallucl
nations of the senses are prone to oc
cur.

COMEDIAN SAM VALE.

II Was the Original of Bam Weller
of Pickwick Fame.

The original of Sam Weller was Sam
Vale, an English low comedian, who,
in the early part of the last century, was
quite popular in the south of England.
In the year 1811, and for a few years
after, he made quite a reputation in the
musical farce called "The Boarding
House," written by Beasley. In this
he played the part of Simon Spatter-dash- ,

a pcrsop who Indulged in odd and
whimsical sayings. "Come on, as the
old man said to the tight boot;" "I am
down on you, as the extinguisher said
to the candle;" "Let every one take
care bf himself, as the donkey said
when dancing among tho chickens,"
are fair illustrations of his witticisms
in the course of that play, the resem-
blance between them and some of tho
sayings of Sam Weller being very
marked. In private life Vale was a
wit and many good things in his own
time were credited to him. A man of
excellent temper, he had no enemies,
and the good humor which pervaded
every saying, together with the droll-
ery of his manner, gave his witticisms
unusual value. Ills sayings were called
Bam Valcrisms, and on the appearance
of rickwick in 1S30 the character of
Weller was generally recognized as a
portraiture of Vale. The comedian died
in 1843 at the age of fifty-on- e.

THE WILLOW TREE.

John Parke Custls Planted the First
One In This Country.

When tho south sea bubble in Eng-
land collapsed one of the speculators
went to Smyrna to repair his fortune,
lie was a friend of Alexander Pope
and sent him a box of figs In which
had been placed a twig of a tree. Fope
planted the twig on his grounds on the
shore of the Thames, not knowing of
what tree it was. It grew and was a
weeping willow. In 1775, when the
tree was over fifty years old, one of
the young British officers who came to
Boston with the British army brought
a twig from the tree, which he intend-
ed to plant on his lands after the re-

bellion had been crushed. John Parke
Custls, son of Mrs. Washington, going
on errands to the British camp under
a flag of truce, became acquainted
with the owner of tho willow twig,
which was draped in oiled silk, and ob-

tained it from him, which ho planted
near his home at Abingdon, Va., where
it became the progenitor of all the
weeping willows in America.

Anemone Facts.
Naturalists have duly recorded that

that If a sea anemone be divided in
halves longitudinally a new animal will
in time be reproduced by each half, as:
Burning the anemone is kept in pure sea
water. An old zoologist relates how he
watched an anemone which somehow
or other had contrived to half swallow
one of the valves of an oyster shell.
Practically the shell struck in its giz-
zard and gradually cut its way down
through tho soft tissues of the anem-
one until It halved the animal as by
a partition. Terfect reproduction of
two anemones through the division of
one was noted to be the result of this
accident Even a fragment or two of
an anemone body left attached to Its
rock may in due season reproduce a
new body. London News.

Soldiers Superstitions.
Among the numerous superstitions

of tho Cossacks there la none stronger
than the belief that they will enter
heaven In a better state if they are per-
sonally clean at the time they are killed.
Consequently before an expected battle
they perform their toilets with scrurju- -
lous care, dress themselves In clean
garments and put on the best they
have. This superstition Is not confined
to the Cossacks alone, but is widely
prevalent in all branches of the Rus-
sian army.

Coffee a Disinfectant
"Drink plenty of coffee if .there Is

sickness around you," said a physi-
cian. "Coffee is a good preventive of
typhoid fever and cholera. This has
been proven. Cholera germs and ty-

phoid germs have been thrown Into
coffee and the aromatic drink has not
once failed to kill the germs within
an hour. Hence, amid contagious con-

ditions do not neglect among your oth-

er precautions, to drink three cups of
strong coffee at each meal." '

A Woman Whose Entrancing Loveli-
ness Daszled Even the Women ot
the French Capital The Mild and
Inoffensive Young Donaparte.
During the dlrectoire Marie de' Medi-

ci's palace became tho center of gov-
ernment and Barras reigned there un-

der the inspiration of Mme. Tallica. It
was she who organized all the fetes
and ceremonies which enlivened Paris
after the Terror. In 171)0 the beautiful
Spaniard was twenty-thre- e and had al-

ready had an eventful past. The daugh-
ter of a financier named Cabarrus, she
had married at tho ago of sixteen the
Marquis de Fontenay, been divorced
from him in 1703 and had remarried, a
few months after, Talllen, the conve-
ntional.

Arrested May 22, 1704, she was im-
prisoned in Les Cannes, and it was
from here that she wrote the stinging
epistles to her husband which induced
that wavering spirit to dare all in the
attempt to set her free. Armed wltlj
a dagger in case of failure and all the
courago be could muster, Talllen on
tho famous 0th Thermldor attacked
Robespierre in a debate which brought
about the fall of the "sea green mon-
ster."

The reign of terror came to an end,
the prisons disgorged their victims, and
Mme. Talllen received from the people
the title of Notre Dame de Thermldor.
The world was at her feet and she daz-
zled it by her beauty and her charm,
her lovers and her luxury. Even wom
en forgot to be Jealous and acknowledg
ed what all men proclaimed. The fol
lowing description is from the pen of
one of her own sex, Mme. de Chaste
nay:

"Mme. Talllen came every day to
visit Barras. I do not think it possible
to bo lovelier than this woman was
then. I shall always see her like a
fairy queen among the rest her beau
tiful blact hair coiled simply on her
head without any ornament round her
neck a single string of largo pearls.
She wore a white underdress and
tunic of ink crepe, and, sitting on the
ground playing with a child of three,
the 6on of ono of Barras' friends, they
made a group which no classic sculp-
ture could surpass."

Barras tells us with great naivete, in
his memoirs, that the "Little Corslcan"
only turned his attention to Josephine
Beauharnals after a fruitless attempt
to obtain favor with Mme. Talllen and
that this lady had treated him with
great disdain, telling him "she could do
better for herself." This account of
the affair coming from any other quar-
ter would be more credible.

A considerable event was now to
take place at the Luxembourg namely,
the reception given to General Bona-
parte after the campaign of Italy. For
this ceremony (Dec. 10, 1707) the court-
yard of the palace was transformed
into a sort of temple, and an altar to
la Patrie erected in the grand entrance
hall. The five directors, with Barras
at their head, attired themselves as
Romans, while Talleyrand, the min-

ister of foreign affairs, was prepared
with an elaborate harangue.

The scene was made additionally
brilliant by the presence of many la-

dles, whoso splendid Jewels and rich
dresses did honor to the occasion,
while their eager faces and murmured
admiration betrayed their Interest in
the young hero. Among these groups
not the least noticeable were Mme. de
Stacf nnd Mme. Recamler "Wit and
Beauty," as Napoleon himself named
them.

Alone of nil the assembly the future
emperor had assumed no imposing cos-

tume. His uniform, that of a general of
the Revolution, suggested a character
of republican simplicity, while his pal-

lor, his gravity and quiet demeanor
seemed to deprecate the ceremony of
which he was the object. Tho tone of
his speech was equally modest, his
theme the pride he felt in his country's
scientific conquests and her progress
in tho paths of peace.

Surely no government could suspect
a rival in so well disposed a young
man. Two years later the coup d'etat
of Brnmaire drove Barras from the
Luxembourg, and the first assembly,
which in France has borne the title of
senate, began its sittings in the palace.

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are unfailingly picturesque. For in-
stance, a matron of this Land of the
Rising Sun, whoso hospitality I often
enjoyed, wore a robe of cream colored
silk, a kimono of darker shade, fasten-
ed with an exquisitely embroidered glr.
die. These girdles are one of the dis-
tinctive features in the dress of the
Japanese wqmen. Several yards of
material go to the making of them, and
there is much significance attached
even to the way in which they are tied.
Men also wear girdles, or obis, but for
them they are much narrower and
smaller and serve only the purpose of
holding the robo in place. The writer
goes on to tell of a marriage ceremony
which he was allowed to attend. "A
wedding, is a wedding the world over."
Drinking from the some cup, bride and
bridegroom pledged each other to share
life's Joys and sorrows. "The bride-
groom had entered first The bride soon
Joined him. A low table was placed be-
fore them, on which were cups, bottles
and a double spouted vessel, full of
sake, a kind of rice beer. On a stand
near by were figures of a tortoise, em-
blem of long life; a fir tree, emblem of
strength, and a blooming plum tree, for
beauty and prollflcness. As soon as
the guests were seated a stand was
placed before each, and a typical Japa-
nese feast was served. During this the
bride waited upon her future mother
and father-in-la- and at the close she
and the bridegroom drank alternately
from the double spouted vessel until it
was emptied.

"One of the side dishes was boiled
chrysanthemum petals, garnished with
vinegar sauce; another was mush
rooms and cucumbers dipped in honey.
Cucumbers are a favorite food in
Japan, and, fresh or pickled, they are
found on tho table the year round. In
.many ways the Japanese go about
things in exactly the opposite way to
what we do. For instance, in the
building of a house the upper stories
and roof are completed on stout scaf-
folding, and then the first story and
foundation are filled in from below.
Japanese carpenters draw the plane
and saw toward them, instead of push-
ing from them, as our workmen do.
Above the main door of each home is
the name of the householder, with the
number and sex of the family. The
giving of a name in Japan is a cere-
mony of much Importance and does
not take place until the child is three
or four years old. There Is a tradition
that babies In the land never cry. Per-
haps this is an exaggeration, but In
my stay there of many moons I never
beard a child's voice raised In distress.
These little people themselves have a
tradition about their toys that if a doll
is properly and affectionately cared
for sooner or later.it will become alive.
Full of legend and quaint superstition
is this picturesque home of a pic-
turesque people. On a small rustic
bridge which spans ono of its sacred
rivers, hardly more than a creek, may
be seen many women kneeling at dif-

ferent times in the day. They watch
Intently the mysterious current and
from time to time throw bits of paper
into its tide. On each of these is a
prayer and somewhere out in the un-

known the gods are supposed to gather
these wafted petitions, and, if the hu-

mor urges, grant them."

The Gallery Gods Applanse.
Lawrence Barrett once told of n

conversation he had with Edwin Booth.
The latter had been congratulated up-
on an ovation given him by a crowded
house on the opening night of an en-

gagement. "The sweetest music to my
ears," said the great tragedian. "Is the
shouting of the boys in the gallery. I
know they are not applauding because
I have a reputation, or because they
wish to make a display. They simply
give vent to their natural enthusiasm.
When they shout I know that I am
giving a good performance. As for tho
parquet,' it may clap its hands out of
politeness. A dramatic critic who had
certain notions as to how a line should
be read will applaud if I read it his
way; otherwise he will remain quiet.
