Only those commissioners known to
be in favor of such & movement were
invited to attend Wednesday's con-
ference, and it is sald that a com-
bination {8 to be formed whereby sev-
eral commissioners will look into Lhe
busipess of all life insurance compa-
nles haviong license to operate in thelr
slates, Some of those presant were
unable to agree with tho men taking
the Initiative:in the Investigation be-
oause of lack of power. These nwen,
it Is expected, will join the movement
and make It unanimous among west-
ern and southern states
