At the regular meeting of Owosso
Lodge of Elks Tuesday evening, 8. E.
Parkill delivered the following eloquent
enlpgy on the life of L. A, Hamblin,
who died recently, Mr. Hamblin being
one of the best known and most loved
members of the order:

‘Who hath not lost a friend?

Who, looking into the ghadow land
beyond the grave cannot see faces and
hear vgices now forever hiddem to
mortal sense?

If such there be, for him our Sa-
cred hour of Eleven has no meaning
and our toast “To our absent broth-
ers” Is but empty sentiment,

We are gatherea tonight in our
annual lodge of sorrow, with no allen
soul beside to disturb our family
eircle, to speak of our brothers who
haye passed into the beyvond, to recall
thelr virtues, to forget their faults
and to draw Inspiration from their
example and accomplishments,

Lawrence A. Hamblin was a fine
example of what an Elk sheuld be.
He represented the hest things in his
fraternity, as he stood for 'the best
things In cltizenship and good gov-
ernment in his community,

Tribute has already been pald to
our Brother's good qualities, perhaps
only his most Intimate friends can
2dd to that culogy to his memaory.

Lawrence A. Hamblin was not an
ordinary citizen whose Identily was
merged in the great majority of man-
kind. From my point of view, he
wiag a most unusual member of so-
clety, not aggreasive It is true, not|
pughing and thrusting his way Into
publle notice, not so glib of tongue
that he attracted. attentlon by
professions: so our Brother was re-
garded by many of superfieial ac-
quaintance, as among the great nume-
ber of easy-going and Indifferent citi-
zens who, while right personally, are
content to let things drift along, or
right themselves.

I do not belleve Lawrence Hamblin
lived this colorless kind of life, or
would wish to be remembered in thiz
passive fashion. His was not the
careless good fellowship that forgot
its own obligations or overlpoked
wholly the lapses from duty on the
part of others. Our Brother was of
the few, not of the many. Not only
just himself, he hated Injustice; not

ynly law-abiding himself, he deplor-
efl the lawlessness of othérs amd was
a generous contributor to the support
of law and order movemenis, and a
dispenger of charity, large in propor-
tion to his means, for his was a kind-
Y1y, sympathetic nature,

Brother Hamblin could not vm]] be
otherwise. It was hils fortune to be
well born. His mother, Cassie Hath-
away, was one of God's noblewomen
who thought more of other people’s
gorrows and drials than of her own.
She spent her life In the serivee of
others, was an abolitionist in the’
enrly days when It required courage,
even in the north, to be a supporter
of that cause, was a friend of William
Lloyd Garrison, and later of Freder-
lck Douglas and many other workers,
including that good old soul, Sojourn-
er Truth, Her family was actlve in
that secret underground raflway that

Brother to have been Innocent.

I am recalling that which was ad-
mirable In our frlend. “The faults
of our brothers, we write upon the
sand, thelr virtues upon the tablets
of love and memory,"

Our Brother has now solved the
greatest myatery of life, which is
Death, He journeyed into the be-
yond as quletly as he lived, and with-
our fear that he should “meet his
pllot face to face when he had cross-
ed the bar.” If the highést thought
of all the centurles past, if the in-
born longing of every human soul
has pointed the way, then our Broth-
er hns entered into the compunion-
ship of the best of all the ages and
has passed to where, “bhevond these
voices—there is peace*
