A. F. L. Boyeott Injunction.

The right of the American Federa-
tion of Labor to publish its “unfalr”
and “we don't- patronize” lists is de-
nled in the temporary injunction grant.
ed by Federal Judge Gould at Wash-
ington in the test case begun by the
federation's most powerful enemy,
President Van Cleave of the Natlonal
‘Manufacturers’ association, on behalf
of the Bocks Stove and Range com-
pany~of 8t. Louls, of which he s also

the head, This company had been in-
cluded In the boycotting lists on the
charge that Van Cleave had discharged

an employee and had threatened to
discharge all the employées who were
members of the unlon committee which
tried to deal with him. The injunction
names not only the federation, but its
officers, Presldent Gompers and Sece-
retary Morrison, and nine members of
the executive coumcll, together with
the Electrotype Molders and Finlsh-
ers' union, No. 17, and its officers as
defendants, and describes thelr action
a8 an llegal conspiracy., The Gom-
contention was that the “unfair”
t bhad been in use ulmost from the
Inception of the federation and that it
imputed only Ineguitable or discrimi-
uative treatment of organized labor.

Acquittal In Wreck Case. .

That officials of rallroads cannot be
beld responsible in any crimingl sense
for wrecks that may bhappen upon
their lines, even though the couse may
be traced Indirectly to thelr fallure to
provide adeguate safegunrds, Is the os-
sence of the Instroctions given to the
Jury by Justice Kéllogg at New York
in ordering the acquitial of Vice Pres-
fdent and General Manager Swith of
the New York Central rallvoad. Mr.
Smith had been on trial for mansiangh-
ter In connection with the wreck at
Woodlawn on Feb, 18, fo which twen.
