ize bucket shops. The democratic can-

didate for governor was a member of
th legislature of 1901. In March of
that year he introduced bill No.-122-

the purpose of which was to make it
lawfnl for individuals, corporations and
associations to keep offices or places
wherein could be conducted the buying
or selling of grain, provisions or other
products on margins or otherwise. And

it was especially provided in Mr. He-man- s

bill that "any such sale or pur-

chase, even without any intention upon

the part of the seller of delivering and
paying therefor or without the intention
upon the part ofthe seller of delivering
and receiving the entire compensation
therefor shall be and is hereby declared
to be a legitimate legal transaction." Mr.

Hemans' bill provided that the secretary
of state should issue a license for the
conducting of such business.and that the
operators should give bonds. What the
people of Michigan think of the bucket
shop business, which would have been
licensed and.legalized if the democratic
candidate for governor had secured the
passage of his bill, is shown by the fact
