An lllusteation of this diversity be-
tween wen and aulmals occurred dur-
ing the elghteenth century in the case
of a young Irishmuan who emigrated
to Amerled and later peturned to his
native country. Arthur Donovan was a
Younger son of the Eurl of Strongford.
Young Donovan was devoted to hunt-
Ing, and. since there was a fine pack of
hounds on the estate, he occupled him-
self largely with the sport. Nelther of
his two older brothers cared for it, so
that the dogs came to look upon Arthur
as thelr. master, and he never went
among them that they did not show
the greutest afMection for him,

Arthur was not only beloved by his
dogs, but by every one who knew him.
He was a tine, manly fellow, while his
older brothers were. disposed to lead a
dissolute city life. The helr to the title
and estates spent most of his time In
London, while the second was an offi.
cer ln one of the aristocratic English
regiments, Arthur, baving only the re-
motest chance to Inherit the title, be-
came restive and did what a great

‘many younger sons of British noble
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men did in those days—he emigrated
fe America,

Arthur Donovan was but eighteen
yeurs old when be left Irelund for
America. The [ust goodby he spoke
was to the dogs. Going out to the ken-
nels, he called to them, and they gath-
ered about him, barking their joy. sup-
posing that they were going for a
bunt. There was one dog, Hector, of
which Arthur had made an especlal
pet. He was very young, but Arthur
had found him capable of being traln-
ed far ensler than the other hunters.
Hector loved his master, and his master
loved Hector. When it came to bid-
ding farewell to this dog Arthur's eyes
became wet, and, breaking away from
his pet and waving adien to the pack,
he returned to the house, where a con-
veyance was walting to take him to
Belfast, fromn which point be was to
sall for Virginin.

Arthur reached America not long
before the breaking out of the Revolu-
tionary war. In civil strifes the side
youngsters tanke Is llable to be declded
by eclrcumstances, FPerhaps young
Donovan was Influenced by a heredi-
tary aotagonlsm to England, but the
immediate cnuse of his advoeating the

Donovan joined the future conqueror of
the SBerapis and was with him during
that famous battle, receiving a wound
in the face which left a scar which
largely changed his expression.

the end of the war Donovan had
in America ten years. Between
eighteen and twenty-eight there Ia al-
ways a considerable change in a man’s
appearance, but in this case there was
much more than 18 usual. When Ar
thur left Ireland his face was smooth.
Now it was covered with a beard,

bhad a thick head of hair, which was
now thin, and he had inherited a fam-
{ly predisposition to become gray early.
As soop as hostilities ceased, with
some prize money he had recelved be
bought a tobacco piantation in Vir
ginia, and, settling down on it, there
was every prospect of his living the
‘life of an American southern planter.

When Arthur joined Paul Jones he
wrote his famlly in Ireland of the fact,
and his father ordered that his name
should neéver agnin be mentioned by
any of the family. Eight years passed
without & word between him and them,
The oldest son died of dissipation, and
the next younger brother, who had
been sent with his regiment to Amer-
fca, was killed at the siege of York:
town, which occurred near the end of
the war. Nelther of these men was
married.

This left Arthur Donovan Earl of
Strongford by right. but there was n
barrier between him and the title
which would be difficult to pass. In
the first place, a consin, Herbert Dono-
van, a keen and unscrupnlous lawyer,
was next of kin and, with Arthur out
of the way, wonld possess the title and
entalled estates. Secondly, Arthur, hay-
ing had wio communication with his
famlily for years. would llkely have dif-
fieulty in proving his Identity, Thirdly,
in_endeavoring to establish his claim
against his cousin hls having fought
England, especlally with the so called
pirate. Poul Jones. would prejudice
every one against him,

When the Barl of Strongford died
Herbert Donovan lald cialm to the in-
heritance, taking the ground that Ar-
thur was dead. To prove this he sent an
agent to Ameriea with instructions to
find a record of the death of some one
bearing the name of Donovan and man-
ufacture evidence that the decensed
wns the youngest som of the Earl of
Strongford. This was pot difficult,
There were plenty of Donovans in

. ‘Amerien, and a record was found of an

Arthur Donovan who hod been killed
at the battle of Trenton. Ireland was
much farther from Ameriea in those
days than now, aond to make up a case
proving this man was n son of the Earl
Strongford wns not the task it

position taken by Herbert Dono-
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van was well fortifled before Arthur
heard of the great changes that hall
occurred since he left home, The ocen-
wlon of bis hearing of It st all was that
the case became known to s Dublin nt-
torney, O'Rourke, who kuew the Strong:
fords, especially Herbert, and through
n desire for gnin, ns well as a sense
of Justice, concluded to find Arthue, if
alive, and notify him that his Inher-
itance was about to pass to another.
He, too, sent an agent to America In
the matter of the Strongford title and
eatutes,

Arthur was riding over the broad
neres of his tobacco plantation when
0 map accosted him and handed him a
letter from O'Rourke notifying him of
the death of his father and brother
ond saying bis cousin had lald ¢laim to
the title and estate. Arthur at once
put his affuirs In America In a posi-
tion to go to Ireland and took the next
vessel that salled from Philndelphia.
Arriving in Dublin, he went straight
to O'Rourke, whom he had known be-
fore leaving home, and Introduced
himself as Arthur Donovan. He re
celved his first setback in the fact that
the attorney recognized vothing in his
nppearance of the youth he bhad seen
more than ten years before. He asked
Arthur what proof he had of his iden-
tity. and Arthur was obliged Lo confess
that the life he had led as a sailor
during the American-war had resulted
in the destruction of every puaper he
had possessed connecting him with the
family.

O'Rourke was disheartened. He had
spent some money In sending an
agent to America, which it now ap-
peared he was likely to lose, He was
very doubtful about his client being
the real Arthur Donovan. But Arthur,
who had learned in his experience
with the colonists how to put up o
good fight, persevered and succeeded
