Prison Hero, Lost to Race, Revealed
by Tribal Song.

After thirty-fou- r years in prison un-

der life ts&itence for murder Spopee, a
Blackfoot Indian, was unconditionally
pardoned by President Wilson. He
was released from the Federal Hospi-
tal For the insane at Washington.

A party of Bluckfeet sightseeing In
Washington months ago happened
upon Spopee, who had grown gray
with his long Imprisonment They es-

tablished his tribal Identity by an In-

dian song. anJ one of the interpreters
recognized In Spopee the hero of an
old legend who had disappeared a scored
of years ago into some white man's
Jail. Blackfoot mothers have been
singing their c hildren to sleep with a
song about him ever since.
- Ofilclals of the Indian office, advis-
ed of the discovery, began an Investi-
gation which resulted In his pardon.

Spopee was charged with the mur-

der of a white man near the Canadian
boundary north of the Montana line.
It Is thought by the department of Jus-
tice that the murder probably was
coniniltted in Canada and that the ter-

ritorial courts of Montana which tried
him at Fort Benton hud no Jurisdic-
tion.

Moreover, it is now believed that
Spopee committed the murder In self
defense. He and another Indian, Good
Bidder, asked a white man for food.
Their request was denied, and the
white man denounced Spopee, finally
assaulting him with an ax. The In-

dian claims to have fired In self de-

fense, and his story is credited by the
department of Justice.

Commissioner Sells of the Indian of-

fice took the case up personally and ar-

ranged to send Spopee back to his peo-

ple.

"Well, It takes us young boys to win!"
exclaimed John D. Rockefeller as be
and Frank C. Folger, president of the
Standard Oil Company of New York,
defeated Ellas Johnson of New York
and A. L. Gifford of Tarrytown In a
foursome game of golf.

Mr, Rockefeller was extremely hap-
py, because be won the game on his
seventy-fift- h birthday.

A beautiful day greeted him when
he arose at 0:30. He had breakfast at
7 and then spent an hour reading the
newspapers. Soon after 8 telegrams
of congratulations began to pour in.
They came from all parts of the coun-
try. More than a hundred were re-

ceived.
Reading these messages from old

friends put Mr. Rockefeller in partic-
ularly good spirits, and at 0:30 be start-
ed to dress for his game of golf. At
10 Mr. Folger and Mr. Johnson arrived
at Tarrytown from New York. A little
later Mr. Gifford and the Rev. Arthur
T. Brooks and the Rev. Gordon Lang,
Mr. Rockefeller's pastors, reached the
house.

Mr. Rockefeller was waiting. When
they offered congratulations he said:
"Boys, Folger and I are going to beat
you today. We will pair the ministers
in a twosome and let them fight it out.
I don't like to be near a minister when
any one foozles."

Wins Birthday Game.
Mr. Rockefeller never played a better

game. His whole interest was in win-
ning, and he often made difficult shots
that were needed to win a hole. Aft-
er the party had been playing an hour
Mr. Rockefeller complained of the heat
and had one of the caddy boys run to
his house and get an umbrella. During
the rest of the play the boy held the
umbrella over his head. The game was
over about 12:30. . When it was an-

nounced that Mr. Rockefeller and Mr.
Folger had won both smiled sera phi-call-

Mr. Brooks beat Mr. Lang 8 up. .

"Gentlemen, I'm sorry we had to de-

feat two such good players, but on my
birthday this is excusable," said Mr.
Rockefeller. "I want you to come Into
my golf room, and we will have golf-

ers lunch."
Mr. Rockefeller then escorted the

party Into his mansion. Ice cold milk,
fresh the same day; chicken sand-
wiches and crackers formed part of
the luncheon.

Mr. Rockefeller did not mention his
birthday during the talk at luncheon,
except to say that he hoped to play as
well when he was a hundred.

Although Mr. Rockefeller's score was
not given out. It was said he played an
exceedingly fine game. He looked rug-
ged and well, and his spirits ran high

Workmen Congratulate Him.
After his guests departed he went to

bed and took a short nap. At 3 o'clock
he was out again in his car driving
around the estate, superintending new
roads and particularly the work of a
new lake which he is building in the
Buttermilk hill section. This lake is
needed for his new fountain. A fifty
ton stone for the fountain has Just
been put in place. Mr. Rockefeller
now has 500 men at work on his es-

tate.
As he passed the workmen they of-

fered congratulations. Mr. Rockefel-
ler shook hands with many that he
knew.

There was no celebration at night, as
Mrs. Rockefeller Is ill and has to be
wheeled around. Her sister is also in-

disposed.
"As long as I can play as good a

game of golf as I did today I will nev-
er get any older," was Mr. Rockefel-
ler's reply to one of the friends who
called to congratulate him.

FIRST TO DISPATCH TRAINS.

A. H. Copeland, Pioneer In Telegraphio
Supervision of Railways, Still Living.
Illinois claims the distinction of pos-

sessing among her citizens the man
who first moved trains with the aid of
the telegraph. The original train dis-
patcher is A. II. Copeland, now living
in retirement ot Oak Park, and who
was agent for the Chicago and Alton at
Chenoa for thirty years. It was back
in Vermont In the year 1832 that the
first known movement of trains by tel-
egraph was recorded, marking one of
the most important eochs in the his-
tory of railroading. In that year Mr.
Copeland was engaged as manager, op-

erator, lineman, messenger boy and
battery man of the Middleburg (Vt.)
telegraph oHlec.

In those days, when the Morse inven-
tion was in its infancy, the telegraph
offices were operated in conjunction
with the postoffices and occupied a
small room in conjunction. In addition
to his other duties, Mr. Copeland was
employed as clerk In the postofllce. In
those primitive days of railroading
trains ran by time card exclusively,
northbound trains having the right of
track over those southbound.
