1 HARVESTING ALFALFA. I
VP

Tbe proper time to cut alfalfa Is

when It is from one-fourt- h to one-ha- lt

in bloom, provided there Is good wcath
er for curing it. When the usual time
for harvesting the crop approaches it
begins to prepare for It as though It
were a foreseen event by throwing out
buds near the root thus forming a
crown. If the alfalfa Is cut before it
has prepared Itself by throwing out
these buds or new shoots from the root
It will not do anything In the way of
trrowing until It has time to start these
shoots. That may be a matter of a
week or ten days. In the meanwhile
weeds will fight for the possession of
the land, and therefore If the alfalfa
Is cut too early there will Inevitably
be a short crop following. On tbe
other hand, if it is let go too late the
plant will throw Its strength to the
shoots and the main stalk will begin
to crinkle down. It will go on and
produce seed, but a seed crop detract
very much from the next cutting.
