IXTEEN years passed after
the Incldents of our previous
Study, and found King Joash
In bis twenty-third year. Al

ready be bad made suggestions to
the priests respecting the repalrs of
the Temple, which wus cousidernbly
dilapidated, becunuse (he people were
still half-hearted In the worship of Je
bovah. The [dolatry of the surronnd.
Ing nations sl inftuenced them, Some
of them continned w burn incense upon
the altirs of Baal,

Priests Poor Business Men,

King Joash found that allowing the
priests to callect the money wherewith
to repair the Temple produced uo re
sults. T'he recor ) does not tell that the
priests were dls
botiest In the use
of the money, nor
does it say  that
they spent the mon-
ey unwisely. Pos-
sibly the people
did not hanve
contldence In  the
priests, aud there
fore did nor glve
s0  freely. How-
ever, the King not-
ed that the Temple
coutinued to be i
Iapidated, and sakd to the privsts, = Why
repalr ye not the brenches of the Tem-
ple?"  Their reply Is not given: but
the royal mandate was, “Toke no more
money from your acquaintantes.” The
king pussed over the matter as lightly
and courteonsly as possible, withott
charging the priests with embezziement
or neglect,

A new procedure was to have nn es-
peelally prepured money-chest inslde
the Temple Court, convenlent to the
worshipers who passed (o and ont, and
under the care of the priest who sery-
ed as doorkeeper. Thls method proved
successful, The mouey specdily ncen-
mulated. Ere long there was n suffi-
cleney to make the repuirs and more,
Further donations for this  purpose
were refused, The Temple was put
Into good opder. nmd o genernl hless-
Ing followed the experlence,

The Temple Chest,

There Is a lesson in this matter for|y

ns. People Hke to see resalts, They
wish to know that wonles donoted for
Lenevolent purposes ave not all absorb-
el for office expenses,  Voluntury of-
terings have the approval of both God
and men, rather than offerings that are
Importuned, conxed, begged, wheedled
from saluts and sinners.  Whoever
glves to the Lord's Couse Is advan-
taged thereby. He not only forwards
a benevolent Cause, but enltivates gen-
erosity in his own heart. "It is more
blessed to give thun to recelve —wlhere
the giving Is voluntury.

Church begging ix undoubtedly do-
Ing great iarm.  The remark has heen
mide that In some churches the chifer
item of religion is begging for money,

The proper thought seems to be what
the Seriptures inculente; nnmely, that
each Christlan give according to his
abllity and Interest In the work, and
that pou-worshipers shonld not be ex-
peeted to give nor cequested to do so.
Who dves not know that a lurge pro-
portion of the money collected for
church purposes 18 unwillingly given
by peuple who are not only not direct-
I¥ Interested in the projects, but sume-
times even opposed thereto! Thus
'rotestint business men often give to
Catholle charitles rather than offend
good customers. Likewlise Catholle
business men donate to Protestant en-
terprises with which they huve no sym-
pathy.—1 Corinthians 10:2.

Breaks In the Templa Wall.

Viewing the spiritual Temple, we
perceive that ontwardly, as represented
by the magunificent churches of metro-
politun citles, noth-
ing more could be
desired than what
I8 now enjoyed,
But the Scriptures
portray the church
conditions of our
day under the fig.
ure of the Laodi-
cenn Chureh. (Rev.
elation 3:15-18) It
Is from the spir-
ftunl standpoint,
therefore, that the
Temple of today
needs repalrs, The majority of her ed-
veated, Ineluding minlsters, have wban.
doned nll faith In the Blble ns the
Word of God, Yet they are not known
as infldels, but by the less harsh term,
“Higher Critles,” “Evolutionists.” With
many the falth in a personal God |s
shaking: and they Incline to wonder
whether we have not nn unintelligent
god—Nature—and whether mankind and
all other intelligences are not merely
evolutionary products.

The enuse and foundation of this dis.
astrous condition I8 not far off. The
nbstirdities of the creeds formulnted
furing the Dark Ages are so great that
Intelligent people ean no longer nccept
them. We have mnde the mistake of
supposing that these absurdities nre
based upon the Seriptures and well
supported thereby, The truth ls that
the crecds contrndict not only ench
other, but the Bible. To lenrn this, to
belleve thie, signifies n return 1o Bible
study with the colored spectncles of
our fathers removed nnd with our
hearts uplifted to God that He may
glve us the light promised to His faith.
