HOW TO AMUSE THE BABY
WITHOUT TIRING YOURSELF.

It 1s & great mistake for any
one to be constantly amusing
quite small children. They will
amuse themselves very well if
left to do so and not be so tired
as If a strain s glways kept up.

It Is a great thing to let a baby
erawl on the floor. Never mind
if bhe does tumble his pretty
frock. Let bhim have a holland
pinafore In which he may enjoy
himself, Sometithes a child de-
clines to creep. To encourage
him to do so get a crawling car-
pet for him. This can be made
almost of any materlal. Brown
erash for summer or white felt
for winter 18 very suiltable stuff
for this purpose. Having cut
out & carpet as large as the
space at your disposal where the
baby may safely disport himself,
hem it nicely all round and then
cut out the pleturea of the ani-
mals he lkes best in red flannel
and sew them around the bor-
der.
The larger the figures are and
the more lifelike the better will
they be lHked. It is often very
amusing to see what efforts a
child wlll make to reach the ani-
mal he wants and how qulckly
he recoguizes the likeness. The
baby will laugh and crow at the
enjoyment he derives from this
simple arrangement.

If the carpet Is made of wash-
ing materinl it must be lined or
doubled to give it proper firm-
ness, but white felt or, better
still, flannel (8 the most sultable
material to use. Patterns of an-
imals may be purchased already
cut out, and when they have
been prepared they can be fas-
tened on the flannel by button-
holing them firmly in place. It
{s a mistake to sew them too
closely together, ns this rather
confuses the child. Let baby
take a little exerclse In the ef-
fort to reach the animal he
wishes to play with.

ATTRACTIVE CLOTHES CLOSET

How to Keep Your Garments Spick and
Span.

The appearance of the clothea closets
is one of the tests of good housekeep-
Ing. They may be made as attractive
as they are often unattmetive if the
housekeeper will glve them a little at-
tention,

One good closet which presents a good
appearance is unusually convenient and
bas some excellent ldeas for keeping
dresses from the dust. It has a pole
the entire length of the closet.

On this nre hung & large number
of coat and skirt hangers, covered
with silkallne. The owner says that
it 18 just as well to use slikaline as
sllk, and it is less expensive,

Attached to the hook on ench hanger
and gathered closely to it 48 a bag of
the silkaline as long as a dress,

The bag is left open at one slde to
sllp the dress Into it, with ribbons In
two places to tle the bag together, and
gowed scross the bottom so that the
bottom of the skirt or the train, where
there 15 one, will be protected.

Every gnrment has its own special
hanger and bag for protecting it from
the dust. At one end of the pole are
the common dresses, nnd they graduate
on to the better dresses and those for
evening wear at the other ond of the
closet. When & dress {s tnken off it
s placed at once on a hanger and fre-
quently hung before an open window
to be thoroughly alred.

If it is evening when it is removed
it hangs before the window all night;
then in the morning, If another is to
be worn, the first is placed in the
closet In its proper place on the pole,
The owner ¢an go to the closet in the
dark and at once find any garment.

When shoes are removed they have
ghoe trees inserted while the shoes
are warm, and n flannel cloth is kept
in a convenlent place and the dust
rubbed off, which requires only a
moment's time.

The shoes are then ready to be worn
the next time, and they are kept in
much better condition than when the
dust {s permitted to remain on them.

How to Make a Fiabby Skin Firm and
Bmooth,

If the skin on the face or throat 1s
flabby you will find a salt massage of
the greatest benefit, This will make
the skin firm and strong. Just take a
half handful of salt and rub it into the
skin—not too hard, for the roughness
of the salt will redden and irritate the
flesh, but gently and evenly. After a
soft but thorough salt massage wash
the face off with cold water,

The nctlon of the salt, whether used
dry or In the tath, is to enliven the clr-
culatlon and to stimulate the nerves.
This in turn makes the skin clearer, the
color better and the genernl surface
firmer and smoother,

Balt as a tooth powder 1s also at its
best, for it whitens the teeth and har.
dens the gums.

When salt Is guch an ald to health
and beauty and I8 so very cheap, every
bathroom should hold it.
