SGORES OF WOMEN PRISONERS

Ennlscarthy Insurgents Yield to
Troops and Only a Few Fighting
Against Authorities—Loss of Pro.

‘Perty May Reach $20,000,000—Much

London, May 2—~The war office {s-
Sued an official statement from Dub-
lin saying that the rebels at Inniscar-
thy have surrendered to the military
authorities unconditionally,

Prisoners taken in Dublin total over
1,200, Four hundred and eighty-nine
of these have been sent to England,
adds the officlal report. The prison-
ers include practically all the Sinn

chiefs and rebel leaders of Dub

Many women are among the cap-
tives. The principal femining rebel
taken is the Countess Markievics,

Information received here from
Kingston stated that the rebels in
Dublin had almost exhaussted their
supply of ammunition and that the
fighting there had died down to in-
termittent sniping,

Famine Threatens Dublin.

Throughout Dublin and the sub-
urbs the supply of food has become
8o low that poor families are threat-
ened with famine. This s due to the
fact that railroads have been used dur-
ing the last six days past for military
purposes and no foodstuffs were sent
into the Irish enpital

In officlal eircles it is claimed that
the revolt of the Sinn Feiners has
been crushed. However, military law
will be maintained in Ireland until or-
der has been restored,

Capture German Officers.

The declaration that German sub-
marines were used as fllibhusters to
land arms in Ireland I8 borne out by
the statement of a British officer in
Dublin that two German officers were
found among the slain in the streets
of the Irish capital. It was supposed
that they too had been landed on the
Irish coast by a U-boat.

Women Fire from Behlind, 4

Women took a prominent part In
the uprising. The Kinestown corre
spondent of the Chronicle says that
several English officers were shot in
the bhack by women. One officer was
killed by a woman who struck him
over the head with the butt of a rifle

Loss in Property Heavy.

Tt-is impossible to estimate accnr-
ately the loss thronghout the zones of
fighting in the southeastern and west-
ern parts of Ireland. but it Is expect-
ed to exceed $20,000,00, There was
much looting. One correspondent de-
scribes scenes in Dublin in which poor
women, whose ragged clothing was
partly hidden by greasy. shawls, wore
diamond tlaras in thelr hair These
had been stolen from Jewelry shops
into which the rebels hroke to secure
material for street barricades,

Wages Advancing and Prosper-
ity Great All Over Stae.

Detroit, May 2.—Michigan manufac-
turers, agriculturists, merchants, ves-
sel owners and other business men
who employ from & modest squad to
thousands of workers, are facing a
labor famine. The labor shortage s
said to be the most serious in the
history of the state.

Wages pald ordinary laborers and
clerks, and practically wages to wo-
men, have advanced sharply during
the last six months, In Detroit, Grand
Rapids, Kalamazoo, Lansing, Jackson
and other clties,

. Many expert machinists, attracted
by high wages In eastern munition
plants, have left the state Hundreds
of young Michigan men enlisted in
Canndian regiments. The upper pen-

THE MISSIONARIES OF
ANTIOCH

Acta 11:19-88; 13:1-3—May 7.
Persecution Bpreads the Gospel—The
First Church Amongst the Gentiles.
Barnabas Sent From Jerusalem te
Amist the Young Church—8aul of
Tarsus Brought to Antioch—The
Two Bent Forth as Missionaries.
Ordination and Laying on of Hands.

"'Go ye therefore, and make disciples of all the
=ations," —Malthew 28:79. R. V.

NTIOCH, at the time of our
Study, was the third clty In
the world In commercial im-
portance and population, only
Rome and Algxandria taking prece-
dence. It Is noted as beilng the first
city outside of Palestine in which a
Christlan church assembly was formed,
Indeed, we might say that as Jerusa-
lem was the center of influence in Pal-
estine, so Antloch became a center of
Influence respecting the Gospel amongst
the Gentlles.

It seems that the lttle spark of
Truth which started the work of the
Lord at Antioch resulted from the per.
secution at the time of 8t Stephen's
death. Some of those forced out of
Jerusalem by that
persecution settled
at Antioch, and
of course let their
light shine out for
dthers. “At first
this was done
only toward those
of Jewish faith;
for in so large a
commercial city
there were sure to
be large numbers
of Jews, We The Church at Antioch,
know not how many of them were
reached by the Gospel; but It was
surely conflned to them until the end
of Israel's seventy symbolical weeks of
Divine favor—until the autumn of 36
A. D.—Danlel 0:24:27,

At the same time, therefore, that the
Lord was sending Philip to the Samari-
tans and to the Ethloplan eunuch, and
was opening the door to the Gentlles
throngh the Apostle Peter, Hea was
ready to open the door to the Gentlles
everywhere, Under the leading of Di-
vine providence some of the Christinn
Hebrews elsewhere got the proper
thought at the proper time—that a
Gentlle who would receive the Lord
Jesus could be classed as a disciple
equally with the Jews who had done 8o,

The news that the Gospel was golng
to the Gentiles at Antloch, and that
large numbers were turning to the
Lord, reached the Church at Jerusalem
—the head-center of Christlan work.
The brethfen there had already been
prepared by the Lord's manifest deal-
ings in the case of Cornelius; and this,
undoubtedly, would largely correct any
prejudice on the subject of the Gen-
tiles as fellow-helrs of the Abrahamie
Promise, which had previously pertain-
ed to the Jews alone. Accordingly,
Barnabas was sent to Antloch to judge
of the true condition of things and to
glve some report as to whether the new
converts were worthy to be recognized
as fellow-helrs with the saints,

Christian Missionaries.

Barnabas wns a Levite and & native
of Cyprus, an island near Antloch, and
probably was familiar with the dialect
spoken in Antioch. Additionally, he
bad a beautiful character; in fact, he
had been named Barnabas by the
brethren, who had thus designated him
“a son of consolation” a helper. He
at once overflowed toward the Antloch
brethren; and In the same comforting,
helpful manner as at Jerusalem he ex-
horted them all. As a result “much
people was added to the Lord.”

Whila Barnabas was at Antioch, he
had in mind Brother S8aul of Tarsus,
wh he had met in Jerusalem; and
he ﬂncludm that, since Tarsns was
not far from .Antioch, he would look
Sanl up, interest
him in the work,
ete. He probably
remembered that
Sinul's {dens were
extremely broad in
reapect to the Gos-
pel, and concluded
that the brethren
at Antloch would
be greatly profited
by his assistance.
] He found Saul and
Paul and Rarnchas  brought him o

Bent Forth, Antloch, where his
Influence was no doubt for the good
of all. For a whole year they assem-
bled with the Church at Antloch, and
tnught much people. It was there the
disciples were first called Christians,

The result of thelr labors was that
the Church as n whole was developed.
There were a number of prophets—
pubilic speakers—and teachers (o the
Church; and evidently they began to
conglder how they might be used of
the Lord to His glory and to the bless-
Ing of others. They finally concluded
to send forth Barnabas and Paul as
thelr representatives in mission work.
The proper course having been declded
upon, the congregation fasted, prayed
and Inid their bands upon the two,
then sent them on thelr missionary
tour with the blessing of the Church.

The laying on of hands was probably
done by the congregation, through the
lders. This would not signify aun-
thority to preach, ag ordination some-
times means today amongst varlous
socts and partles. It simply meant
that the congregation were sending
forth the two as thelr represeéntatives,
for whose maintenance the congrega-
tion was responsible. Later, the breth.
