8t. Paul's Firet Missionary Tour—His
Sermon at Antioch In Plsidia—Ef-
fect of His Discourss Twefeld—Vie-
lent Opposition From Those Blinded
by Sectarian Prejudice.

“I have wet thee for a light of the Gentiles,
that thau shouldest be for salvation wnto the
uttermoat part of the corth." —Versajr. R.V,

OM Antioch Paul and Barnabas
went to Seleucia, where they
took ship for the island of Cy-
prus, probably becaunse Barua-
bas was a native of that land. With
them went a cousin of Barnabas, John

Mark, writer of the Gospel of Mark

and son of one of the Marys at Jerusa-

lem. They passed through the island,

preaching Christ from village to vil-

luge on the way. Apparently nothing

of note occurred untll they reached

Paphos, where they came into contact

with Elymas, a Jewish gorceber.

Percelving that 8t. Paul's reasoning
wus interesting the Roman deputy, or
provopsul, Elymas sought to galnsay
the Truth, recognizing that the Apos
tle's success meant loss of prestige to
his own presentations of falsehond. St
Paul made a plitin statement of the
case, and declared that as a punish.
ment the hand of the Lord would he
npon the magielan, so that he would
become blind. This
manifestation of
Divine power en-
abled the procon-
snl to reach the
right conclusion
and to declde to be
upon the Lord's
side.

Then St. Paul
and his company
departed for Asia
Minor. Toduy's
Study briefly
stutes that John
Mark left the misslonaries and return-
el to Jerugalem, but gives no reason
for hls departure, But whatever the
canse, the Apostle Tanl considered it
quite insuflicient.
on, however, Mark was agoin accepted
to the Lord's service, and 8t Paul
mnde due acknowledgment of his faith-
fulness,

The first stop made in Asin Minor
was at Antloch of Msldla. The usual
custom was followed—of golug first to
the synagogue. The missionaries were
recognized as men of talent; and after
the reading of the unsupl lesson rom
the Law, they were invited to nddress
the assembly—Jews by birth, and Jew-
Ish proselytes from the Gentlles. The
Apostle Paul was the speaker and
made a telling address.

The Very Esaence of the Gospel.

The treml of the Apostle's discourse
was chiefly to show that in the past
God had established a typleal king-
dom which had never reachsd the
grand stage essentinl to the fulfiiment
of the Abrahamic Promise (Genesls
22:15-18); and that the thing necessary
and lacking was ¢ REDEMPTION of
the world and the forgiveness of sins.
Then he presented to thelr attention
Jesus as the Messlnh—not merely a
crucified Messinh, but also a rlsen One
who, because of His death for the sin
of the world, was able to save unto the
uttermost all that should come unto
God through Him.

The discourse had a twofold effect.
The honest-hearted, reallzing their
need of just such a S8avior as the Apos-
tle had preached, were especially
drawn to the missionaries, who recog-
nized thelr right attitude of heart and
assured them that they were already
In God's faver. Others were much
less prepared for the Apostle's words,
and were Inclined to be enviouns of the
attention bestowed upon the mission-
arles and thelr teaching.

On the next fabbath the whole eity
gathered to hear the Message of the
missionaries. Such attention to two
strangers and their new doctrine nat-
urally awnkened a spivit of Jealousy
in those whose in-
terest was much
in forms and cer
emonies, honor
amongst men and
denominationnl
pride. As a re
sult, they contra-
dicted ¥t Panl
with blasphemy—
not that they blas-

Preaching Chrixt,

phemed God's
name, but that
Depurting that Region. ¢ 1y ey slandered,

blasphemed, the Apostle and Burnabas,
<penking evil of them. misrepresenting
thelr motives, thelr character, ote
I'his Is the usual conrse of those who
tight agalnst the Troth.

The misslonnries courageously ex-
pliined to their viliflers that they were
veJecting God's Plan to thelr own in-
Jury. They polnted out that God had
long favored lsrae!; and that in send-
Ing the Message of Messinh to the
Jews first, He was stll] favoring them:
Liut that according to His direction the
Goupel was to be prenched to whoever
had enrs o hear—whother Jew or Gen-
tile, Many of the Gentlles were glad
to hear that God's favor was broader
than they had previously supposed,
And some of them, we are assured, be
Heved In the troe sense of the wo=d,
necepting Christ as their Redeemer,

But the more the Truth spread, the
more ungry grow [ts opponents, the
Jewlsh lenders, Dy misrepresontation
they secured the cooperation of some
of the most Donorable people of the
ity to sueh an extent that the mls
glonaries weare obliged 10 depart from
that reglon
