We had not obtained the
enlute which was demanded.
We had not obtained repara-
tlon for affronts, The ship with
ammunition which could not
land at Vera Cruz had soon J
landed at another poct, and Its |
cargo was dellvered to Huerta
without interference. Recently
the naked truth was admitted
by & Oabinet officer, We are
now informed that “we did not
g0 to Vera Cruz to force Huerta
to salute the flag.” We are
told that we went there “to
show Mexico that we were In
earnest In our demand that
Huera must go." That ls, we
selzed Verm Cruz to depose
Huerta, The question of the
salute was a mere pretext.—
