RATION NEEDED FOR
GROWING BEST PIGS

Sow During Milking Period Should
Be Fed Liberaily.

Strong, Growthy Youngsters Must
Have Supply of Bene and Muscle-
Building Materials—Seif-Feed-
er Recommended.

Liberal feeding of the sow during
her milking period will pay for itself
many times over In strong, growing
plge. The milking sow, as well as the
mllking cow, needs n ration rich In
wusele and bonebullding mnterlals,
the protelns and minerals becaunse she
must supply these materials to the
sucking pigs,

“Compared with cow’'s milk, sow's
milk contning about 82 per cent more
protein (muscle and bone bullder), 2
per cent more fut and 43 per cent
more of lme and phosphorus (bone

minerals),” says the anlmal husbandry
department at Ames. “Is It any won-
der that sows get thin, even though
they ure well fed, when they must
produce such rich milk as this? If
the sow is properly fed, she will not
only give the pigs the right start, but
she herself will lose less welght."
One good ration recommended by
the Towa experiment station le: Al
the corn the sow and pigs clean up;
and a slop mixture of three parts of
wheat middlings te one part of 00
per cent tankage. Some lime, char-
conl and salt may be allowed In addl-
tlon. Self-feeding Is recommended.
When sows can be put om pasture,

“thnt Is of course desirable, and then

one-half of the slop mixture will be
enough. Budden changes (n ration
must be avolded. There ls Jittle danger
of overfeeding during the milking
period,

MILK IS QUITE NOURISHING

Usually Plentiful on Average Farm
and Chiskens Should Recelive
Full Allowancs.

Milk is wusually plentiful, om the
farm, and the chickens should receive
the benefit of this, Give the grow-
ing stock a feast of milk every day
or two—no matter whether it be sweet,
skimmed or sour. It Is also good for
the old fowls, especially those In molt.
But with sll kinds of fowls, and espe
clally the growing stock, care should
be taken to place no more before them
at & time than they will consume In
Just a few minutes, for otherwise It
soon becomes contaminated and unfi
for the fowls,

FEEDING AT FARROWING TIME

Sew Should Receive Nothing But
Warm Water for Twenty.four
Hours After Pigs Come.

For twenty-four hours after farrow-
ing, the sow sheuld recelve no feed,
but plenty of good warm water. Bhe
sbould then be started on a thin slop
of bran or ground oats, ground barley
and a little tankage, the amount to be
gradurlly Increased, taking about tem
days to get her on full feed. After ten
days or two weeks, give the sow all
the grain she will clean up twice or
three times a day.

FEEDING SKIMMILK TO PIGS
