Wu Ting Fang Does Not Seek
Our Intervention.

LANDS WITH LARGE RETINU

Admits That There Is Scme Friction
With Japan—No Charge in
Exclusion Lawa,

San Feanelsco, Feb, 20.—Wu Ting

“|Fang, for the second time appointed

Chinese minlster to this country, ar-
rived yesterday on the Pacific mail
liney Siberia, with a large retinue of
secretarios and legation and consu-
late atthches numbering 70 persons.
He hrought with him new consuls for
Mexleo, Huyvana, New York and San
Francisco, besldes three néephews and
three secretaries and llive other at-
toches for the Chinese legatlon at
Washington and 24 young students,
who will enter various schools and
colleges in this country.

At the Pacific mail dock, where
the Biberin made fast, shortly before
1 o'clock, a4 large number of Chi-
nese from the local coluny were on
lind with a brass band to greet their
minister, From the dock the minis-
ter and his party were tuken to the
Fairmounnt hotel, where o large num-
ber of sultes had been reserved,

Minister Wu denled the report
that he was the bearer of an appeal
to Washington ,asking this .country
to nssist in preserving the interosts
of China in Manchuria and protest-
Ing sgalnst the alleged aggrandize-
ment of Japan in that Provinee, but
admltled “there was some local [rie-
tlon."

He professed to be ignorant about
the Kan Tao boundary dispute he-
ytween China and Jupan and the ex-
|tenslon of the Hsinmintin-Fukemen
radlrond, which has caused friction
between the two countries,

Asked whether he would endeavor
to secure some modiflcation of the
excluglon law, Minlster Wu gald that
he had no particular Instructions

|from his government with reference

to that.

wWiLL SHOW TEETH.

Japan Sends Cruiser to China to In-
vest'gate Selzure.

Tokio, Feh, 20,—The Japanese ar-
mored crulser Idzumi sailed yester-
day from Shanghal for Hongkong,
where, It I8 understood, she will in-
vestigate the selzure on February 7
by the Chinese customs crulsers of
the steamer Tuatsuy Maruo.

This movement is possibly Intend-
ed ns a demonsiration against the
Chinese officlils, although the for-
eign office denles it has such an ob-
ject In wiew, adding that negotia-
tions are proceeding at Pekin sand
that the Japanese flag has’ been ri-
stored to the Tatsu Maru,

The whole question of the selzure
of the Tatsu Maru, which carried a
onrgo of arms and other munitions,
now turns upon the chargeter of the
merchant to whom the arms were
consigned, It Is belleved that he is
a sympathizer of the revolutionists
In China, for whom the arms were
possibly intended.
