In 1589 the Rus
sinn Church was made a patrinrehate,
subordinate, however, to the patiiarch
of Constantinople.  This subordination

was acquiesced in for about =«
ventury, and was then repudiated
by the Patrinvelk Nikon, who
claimed authority to alter  the
vitial of the chureh, and ceven to dis-
reganl civil power. One of the first
reforms, thervefore, of Peter the Great,

was the suppression of the patviachate
nnd the direct subordination of the
Chuorel to the eivil authority,. Heacted
very cantionsly in the matter, appoint-
on the death” of the patriarch
Adrian in 1700, an acting  divector of
veclesinstical affairs, with the title of
