Mhy a Limlled NXumber of Swarms Shoeald
Be Kept on Every Farw,

keep bees. It seems but a smnll num-
ber out .of a population of 60,000,000
people. abont onc-half of whom are
living on farms, large and small
There is but little care necessary in
the management of two or three Lives
of bees but what may be attended to

by the feminine portion of the family |

in the absence of the men folks,

Many persons are deterred from
keeping bees from the fear of being
stopg. There is really little danger of
this, uitiess bees are roaghly handled.
A bee never stings if it can be avoided.
It pinched, or if in handling they are
canght between the skin and clothes
and frightensd. they will sting. There
is, however, mno necessity for this,
neither is it necessary that boys be
allowed to rile up the bees. he same
discipline that restrains in other mis-
chief should hoid here. Bees are more
often made ugiy by the mischicf of
boys than by any other cause. There
is mo reason why every farmer should
not care for a few swarms of bees.
The failures come from attempling too
much at once. Begin with a single
swarm, learn the habitz and manage-
ment of bees, go slowly, stop if youn
choose at five or six swarms as the ulti-
mate number. Do not invest in fancy
yarictics with a view of getting sud-
denly rich by selling queens, nor in

' patent hives becanse some slick-talk-

Do not keep
more colonisa than can naturally for-
age over vour tervitory, and von will
never regret having entered into bee
keeping.—Farm, Ficld and Stockman.

The spplication must be in writ-
ing, addressed to the Commissioner of

DiMcultiies !E-pnr!cmv-;i In Managing and |
Controlllng 'onwerfal Wells.

Boring for gas is exactly like boring
for oil, in all its warkings; but the after-
perations of pumping and packing, =s |
in the caze of some oil wells to raise
the oil, are not necessary in gas-wells,
If the gas is there, it will come up of its
wn free will and acooard, and come
with a riush, blowing touls and every
thing vlse out of the well before it.  In-
deed, gas men would often be as giad
to keep their treasore down as oil men
are to  get theirs up. The great pres
sure at which it isconfined in the earth,
and the correspanding force with which
it escupes from the well, makes it some-
what hard to manage or control.
