Kansas did, by a conrentioa of delegates as-

sembled at Lecoiiipion, on the 7th dy ol

November, 1858, for that purpose, form for

themselves a constitution and Slate govern-

ment, whbh constitution is republican ; and

whereas, at the sanu: time and place, said
convention did adopt an ordinance, which said
ordinance asserts llmt Kansas, when admit-

ted as a Stale, will have an undoubted rigjii

What a mixture 1 And yet there are not want

ing persons who argue that those three nolitioal
cletaents mugly pig together, heads and tails, in
the same bed. l or lustanoe, the Mobile Register,
a sound, reliable exponent of good Democracy,
accuses Jeff. Davis of a "grave error" and political
"heresy," and bases such "grave" accusation on
the following extract of a speech lately made by
Mr. Davis at Augusta, in the State of Maine,
to-w- it : .

"If the inhabitants of any territory should
refuse to enact snch laws and police regulations
is would give security to their property or to
ma (tuc slaveholder s) it would be rendered more

' or' leas valueless, in proportion to the dSkultv
.of holding it without such protection. In the
case of property in the labor of man, or what is
usually called slave property, tbe insecurity
would be so great that the owner could not
ordinarily retain it Therefore, though the right
would remain, the remedy being withheld, it
would follow that the owner would be praotically
debarred by the circumstances of tbe ease, from
taking s'ave property into a territory where the
sense of the inhabitants were opposed to its
introduction."

We confess thnt this does not read exaotly to
suit us. It smacks a Utile too much of Northern
sentiment for this latitude, we opine. The fact
is, this doctrine sounds a little strange in our
ears, coming as it does from a source at once so

distinguished in itself, and Southern in its pro-
clivities Let us compare the above language
with that of Mr. Douglas on the same subject
ior it is oi no use to mince matters witn men
when great principles nre involved in discussion.

Jidge Doug lis, in a late speech at Frccport, 111.,

used this language, it :

"Slavery cannot exist a day or an hour any
where, uuless supported by local police regula-
tions, furnishing remedies and means of enforcing
the right to hold slaves. Those local and police
regulations can only be furnished by the Legisla'
ture. If the people of the Territory are opposed
to slaverv, they will elect members to the Legis-
lature who will adopt unfriendly legislation to
it. If they are for it they will adopt legislative
measures friendly to slavery. Hence, no matter
what may be the decision of the Supreme Court en
that abstract question, ttill the right of a people to
make tt a elive territory or a free territory u per

feet and complete under the Nebraska Bill."
This language is full, thorough and conclusive.

It is Squatter Sovereignity in its most despicable

shape. Is this the fruit of the Nebraska Bill ?

If so, it is hitter indeed. The Democracy of the
South never interpreted it in this way. They

jiave an honest construction of it at Cincinnati
in June, 1SGG, in the following resolution :

Reiolvti, That we recognize the right of tbe
people of all the Territories, including Kansas
and Nebraska, acting through the legally and
fairly express ed will of a majority of actual
residents, and whenever the number of inhabit
ants justifies it, to form a constitution with or with
out ilaorry, and be admitted into the Union upon
terms or perfect equality with the other States.
' The Democratic party, made the Presidential
canvas on this resolution, and elected Mr. Buch

anan, and neither Mr. Douglas nor Mr. Davis, du-

ring that contest, in their speeches and letters,
ever assumed different ground than that contained
iu it. It was "always understood, universally
admitted, and never denied," that no power und- r
heaven, save the people in their sovereign capac-

ity, could, by " unfriendly legislation,". " oppres-
sive police laws," or in any other way, except by

a clause in their State Constitution, prohibit or
onerously oppress slavery in the Territories-Thi- s

was the true position in 1856, and it had

been long taken before the Supreme Court of the
United States came to its support, in the use of
the following language in the Dred Scott decision,
viz -

If Congress itself cannot do this prohibit
slavery in a Territory if it is beyond the pow-

ers oonferred on the federal government it will
be admitted, we pretume, that it could not authorizt a
Territorial government to ezerciee them. It could
confer no power on any local government, ei
tablielied by itt authority, to violate the provitumt
of tlu Conititution.

And if the Constitution reorgniies the right of
property of the master in a slave, and makes no
distinction between that description of property
and other property owned by a citizen, no tribu
nal, acting under the authority of the United Statei,
whether legislative, executive or judicial, hat a right
to draw lueh a distinction, or deny to it the benefit of
the proi'Uiom and guarantee! which have been prov-
idedor the protection of private property against the
encroachmenti of the government.

We think, therefore, that the Register is right
in stigmatizing this idea of the power of a terri-

torial legislature to crush out slavery in a terri-

tory by "unfriendly police legislation" as a
' grave error" and a "heresy."

Tbe legislature of a territory has no right to

legislate unfriendly to one species of property and

friendly to soother. Tbe territoiles are the com-

mon property of the States. The federal Consti
tution guarantees to tho citizen in the Territory
tbo same protection to his property that the State
Constitution did from under which he moved it.
No discrimination in territorial legislation eon'

erning protection of property is allowed, Tbe

Courts of a Territory are established by Congress.
Kansas has three : a Supreme, District and Pro

bate Court, and appJLls from these tribunals lie
to the Supreme Court of the United States. If
the territorial legislature should onerously tax
slave property, these Courts the Judges of
which are appointed by the. President and Benate

would be compelled to declare tbe law unconsti-

tutional and void. They cannot make fish of one
riiiecies of property and flesh of another. A

Mississippiaa is entitled to tbe same protection
tor his slave u the Indianian for his horse. We

conclude with oai remarks from tbe Register on
the subject:

We maintain that, under the segis of the Dred
Boott decision, the ngi.U of the slaveholders to
carry their institutions into the Territories, are
fully and competently guaranteed, practically as
well as theoretically. By the force of thnt decis-

ion, nil the powers of tbe federal Government are
practically brought to bear te sustain slavery .in
tbe Territories, against the effect of any denial of
local legislation in support of it. If the Territo
rial Legislatures refuse any neoesaary local legis
lation to secure slave property in the Territories,
the virtues of the federal Constitution, which is
the supreme law of the nation, and which guar
antee the right of slavery there, are to supply
the deficiency. The Supreme Court has deter-
mined that the Constitution contains that guaran-
tee, and it becomes the duty of both the Eieeu
live and Legislative branches of the Federal
Government to enforce it- - Thus notwithstanding
the Kansas Nebraska aet declare that it was not
the intention of Congress, in passing that measure
to legislate slavery into the Territories, norexelude
it therefrom, if any federal legislation is found to
be necessary, to realize the guarantees of the
Constitution respecting the full rights of tbe
alavebok era to settle securely with their property
in tbe Territories, under the Dred Beott decision
Congress must adopt such legislation, or other
wise violate the constitutional rights of tbe slave-boldi-

ference Bill. It is known that the proposition of
admission in that act, propounded fo the people
of Kansas, was by them, in August last, rejected
by a heavy vote. The Bill, as will be seen, offered
this alternative to Kansas; That she should be
admitted into the Union as a State forthwith upon
her acceptance of the modification of her land
ordinance, or if she refused to submit to-- luck
modification, then it should be deemed and held
that the people of Kansas did not desire admis-

sion as a State under the Leoompton Constitution,
and she would be authorized to form another
Constitution, and entitled to admission under it,
whenever her population (by a census duly and
legally taken) equals or exceeds the ratio of
representation required for a member of the
House of Representatives of Congress, which is
03.420. Kansas elected to stay out of tbe Union
until her population should reach that figure.
She accepted tbe latter alternative of the English
Bill, and by her proceedings under that bill,
plainiy admitted that she would agree and abide
by its provisions-- This bill is invested with all
the sanctity of a eompact, and was passed with
all the ceremonious solemnities of legislation;
if any act of Congress was ever entitled to a full
and thorough obedienoe and support, it is; But
it is a noted fact in our political history that
Constitutional compacts, with no other violation
than perfidy, are not worth tbe paper they are
written on. Already do we see the provisions of
the English Compromise disregarded and disa
vowed, and by the very men that voted for the
Bill on its passage; ' ' . '

Not one of the Northern members' of the last
House of Representatives who voted for the Bill,
dared to avow to his constituents his intention to
stand by and execute it in good faith. And if
any of th m had been patriotic enough to have
done so, they would have fallen surely and swiftly
in the abyss of political death. It is now boldly
announced that an attempt will be made at the
next session of Congress to admit Kansas as a
State contrary to the English Compromise. It is
more than probable that this attempt will be
successful.

From present indications the House will be
under the control of the Republicans, while the

Senate, with Douglas in the lead, will be sonrcely
free from it. We repeat, the attempt may be

successful, and in that event, we again put the
question Will the South make the issue ot the
Union on the English Bill? On the first page of
this paper, Ool. Keitt answers this question much
to our liking. Although Col. K. has been regard
ed as rather a crotchety politician, yet we think
bis present position on this question is thoroughly
sound and well taken- - But is the unity of the

South, which he so manfully pleads for a reality
a fact ? We hop his vision may be prophetic :

we greatly fear it is illusory. It has keen the
misfortune of the South, in her darkest hour of
trial and oppression, to be rifted with dissensions,
and cursed with bad counsellors. Another crisis
is approaching. Black Republicanism hue tri-

umphed, so far, in the late Northern elections.

In others soon to bs holden. no one doubts but
thnt it will achieve still greater triumphs. The

spirit of Abolitionism is bolrf and defiant. The

programme of its operations is openly announoed

and the subjugation of the South and her interest
in tbe Territories are the leading measures pro
posed. - '

The Supreme Court the citadel of the Consti"
tution is to be remodeled, and the Constitution
itself altered and amended. The next Piesijiut
will be sectional and from tLe North. Tbe de

partments are to be abolitionized, and emissary
appointees to be made throughout the South.
The institution of slavery will be eircumvullated
and speedily crushed out by contraction. These
are a few of the oppressions in store for us of
the South, and the violation of the English Com

promise will be the initiatory step to fill the bill
of iniquities. Can theBe grievances be averted,
and the Constitution and Southern rights pre.
served in the Union? We think they can. and
that a united South can do it. Will the South

unite, then, in one and a common peril ? Let us

hope that she will. Meantime, will Mississippi
make the issue of the Union on the English Bill?

"You have also the liberal professions law
yers and doctors and the less yon have of them
ine Deuer.

Thus spoke Jefferson Davis, the other day.
before the 8tate of Maine Agricultural Society.
The less of them the better, eh ? And what of
that other class of the "liberal professions"
known as politicians ? They are of no greater
necessity than tbe lawyers and doctors, we take
it. But why should Jefferson Davit go out of
hit way to mak a fling at lawyers and doctors
the most quiet, peaceful, and amongst tbe most
useful members of society mon who rely entirely
upon their own labor for support who ask noth-

ing from government or its officials but respecta
ble treatment and have never a sneer for the

hungry herd of politicians who are going to end
fro hungering and clamoring for office end support
and threatening te break up the general system
of things if they are not given them !

It was the advice of a doctor that tent Mr.
Davis into the lumber regions of Maine, and thus
gave him a cure for the lore eyes, and an oppor
tunity to nationalize himself. Prior to his late
excursion, these hyperborean "fellow-citizen-

regarded Mr. Davis at a sort of Hyroan tiger in
ferocity a man of the extremest Southern views
and sensibilities glowing always in the cause of
Southern rights at a white heat and who dined

regularly on live fire coals, with the use of a
silver fork and snowy napkin. Their astonish-
ment was vast to find him such a mildly-mannere- d

man so gentle, courteous, communicative, na
tional, conservative and able and forthwith they
comineaced to fete, wine and dine him ; and, be
it remembered, tbe lawyers and doctors ooutrib
uted their hardly and honestly earned means to
these ovations, and tbe thanks they got for it may
be seen at the top of this article.
