doubt delight to flutter. Wheilier it is

Jepi lia's daughter or Absalom, an imaginary
Iieroino or a living prima donna he describes,
the same dominion of sense and sensuous

to the exclusion of lotiy ideality,
is an inevitable presence. Herein is Willis's
Mrenijth, and liereiu hi weakness, Llerein
is the inspiration that, impart a life like

reality. uuiablu relievo, to many or bis
Wurd paintings, and a characteristic lone to
ail his descriptions; and herein is the pru-
rient imagination ho foreign in true manli-m- s.
