and additions give the Vermont Farm

SEATTLE'S FRUIT CANNERY.
The Golden Northwest Fruit & Vege-

table Cannery Co. has about closed
its operations for this year. The
manager, J. J. Smith, in an interview
with The Ranch, said, the season on
the whole had been a very satisfac-
tory one.

"We were hampered considerably by
lack of sufficient room, and were not
able to pack as much goods as we
would have liked. This will be reme-
died next season, however, for we will
now turn our attention to the con-
struction of proper buildings. We
have secured our site at the head of
Elliott bay, convenient to all lines
of shipping entering Seattle. We will
build large enough to install our
vinegar plant, and increase the num-
ber of generators to fifty instead of
eight, as we have at present.

We will push our enterprise steadily

ahead and make it one of the most
substantial in Seattle. We will, if
all goes well, put up at least one mil-
lion cases next year. You can readily

see that a large auxiliary demand for
fruits and vegetables will thus be cre-
ated. What the producers want is the
biggest possibl consumption of their
products. We will help to keep the
market cleared of a surplus.

The goods we have sold to whole-
salers and dealers have met with a
cordial reception and it seems that
the demand is practically unlimited.

It does take a great deal of energy
time and money to work up this busi-
ness, but we feel that our success
this season has been highly satisfac-
tory, with a brilliant future outlook."
