We have seen that, as the aorta
rises from the heart. it arches from
right to left; and the ilrst largo artery
it gives off is tho innominate, which in
turn is divided into tlie right common
carotid and right subelavian arteries.
Further on we lind the left common
carotid and the left subelavian arteries
arising sepurately from tlio aorta.
Xow, in making their dissections,
anatomists havo found that in a cer-
tain projtortion of their subjects tho
aorta arches froin left to right, in which
caso tho innqininato is on tho left sido
and the common carotic and subelavian
soparato on tho right. This arrange-
ment would favor tho growtli of the
right hemisphere and would predispose
to tho uso of tho left hand."
