The Oiant Flnnet,
Jupiter is still a splendid phenome-no- n.

Ili-- rosy belts and equatorial
clouds, and tho constantly clianging
aspect of his satellito system, never
ceaso to be interesting, and whoovcr has
seen them onco is suro to wish to see
them again as often as ho can. One
of tho great charms of a telescopic
view of Jupiter is tho visiblo motion
of the planet and his moons. In a sin-gl- e

evening one can seo the huge globe
roll half-wa- y over on its axis, the timo
of a wholo rotation being only ten
hour., and can witness tho passago of
tho rounil black shadow of ono o tho
moons across the face of the planet, or
tho disappearanco of another moon as
it goes beliind tho planet or is eclipsed
in tho great cone of shalow which .lu-pit-

throws far away into sjiaco be-

liind him. It is dillicult for one not
accustomed to astronomical observa-tion- s

to comprehend tho fact that ttiese
little shining globes whicli ho sees
moving so sil-intl- and smoothly in
their oiblts are actually worlds in size,
and that they are removed hundreds
of thousands of mile3 from tho great
planet around which they circle. If,
as most astronomers believe, Jupit r
has not yet eooled down into a hablt-abl- o

globe, he is, in some respects, all
the more interesting to us on that ac-co-

; for if ho wero an inhabited
globe, no te!ecopc man can mako
would bo able to reveal hisinhabitants
or their works to us, and the very fact
that he was in such a con-litio- aa to
support inhabitants would preclude
the possibility of any pliysical ehanges
which could be seeu at the distanco of
four or iivo hundred million milcs.
But, on the other liand, if, as is

Jupiter is yet in a very early
stago of world growtli, thcn tho

of this earth can continuo
to watcli with their tele3copes, as they
havo been doing for tho last200 yei"
tho changos of apponrance which ho
undergoes. In otlier words, they can
behold part of the geologieal develop-me- nt

of a distant world, and, if tho
human raco could exist long enough,
and could hand down its records

from age to age, it might at
last have a complete history, based on
aetual observations, of the crowth of
Jupiter from a globo of gaseous or tluid
matter to a solid and habitablo world
like ourown. Neio York Sun.
