Tho
sur aco of thb water in tho soll is
lowered. Tho roots of the ccrcals and
grasses niay pcnetrato as far as to tho
surfa' o of tho wator, but never into
It. It is ncco'sary to draw tho water
off to such adepth as wlll givotho roots
of growing crops plcnty of room to
roach downward for tliat nourislinient
that is noccssary to thcir growth. If
tho water is only ono foot from tho
surfaco tho roots of plants havo only
tliat amount of soil from which to
gather nourishment, with tho dlsad- -
vantagn of having thoir fcot wot by
capillary aUraction. Only aquatic
plants grow well with their fect in tho
water. Tho lowcring tho water be-lo- w

tho surfaco prevents a lartro
amount of ovaporation and its ellcct
in cooling the soil. wator being
renioved, air and warmth aro admitted
to tho soil. Drained lands aro for this
reason rcady for planting at least ono
week earlior in tho spring. Tlio
growth of crops is quickencd through
tho summcr by tho incrcascd tempcra- -

sovcral degrces, and tho early frosts
aro provcntod in tho sanio manner.
Crops are, thoreforo, given an in
creascd poriod in which to mako thoir
growth of at least two weeks.

AilvnnmifP" of 1'aMiirltiK IIns.
Tho improvoment of tlio soil which

may bo oiler'tod by pasturing hog is
well worthy of considerato attention.
Thcro is muchland in the okler settled
portions of the country which is wom
out by long cropping and for tho
restoration of whicli tho manuro
supply islimited. !y apiilyingenough
firtilizer to thcse lands to produce a
good crop of dover, tho land might
then bo pastural with hogs and its
fertility so incrcascd as to greatly
improve its iiroductivcnoss. A glanco
at the fertilizing material coutained
in dover will mako plain how bene-fici- al

such a courso must bo. A
mcderately good stand of dover would
afford two tons of liay in ono soason,
and a good growth would afford thrco
or four tons at two cuttings. Hut sup-pos- e

tho dover produce at tho rato of
two tons of hay per acre. Theso two
tons according to analyses by l'rofe-iso-

112 pounds of nitrogen, which at
twenty ccnts pcr pound would bo
worth $22.40 ; twcnty-si- x pounds of
phosphoric acid which at ten cents per

cents per pound would be wortli 4.09 ;

Threo
very decided advantages would attend
uie pasiunng or nogs: ino tertuity ot
the soil would be rapidly imr.roved, the
cost of production would bo greatly
diminished, and a superior articlo of
pork would bo produced. Are not
theso advantages sullidently great to
induce a moro general adoption of tho
jiractico of pasturing hogs, instead of
shutting them up in (llthy and small
ptnsV The ilesh of tho pig, when
reared in a cleanly manner, is unox- -
cellcd in llavor by that of any of tho
domestic animals reared on tho farm.
35y iinproving the wholesomeness and
flavor of tho pork tho consumption
would bo increased, so that farmers
would find a ready market near home
for all that they could produco. Tho
bacon mado from pasturo fed hogs
would bo decidedly better than that
from tho over fat hogs. On tho whole,
there is mtich to bo gained by pastur-
ing hogs instead of keeping them in
pens.

Tho diseaso is known chicfly as
or ostitls, thcse meaning

aplasticorsoft dogoncration (sarcoma)
of tho bone, or inllammation of tho
bonc. In no caso is it contagious. The
troatment is not generally satisfactory,
although it is not neccssarily incurablo
in its nrst stagis. Tliat is, tno

bone cannot bo rcstored, nor
can tno liurous growth lie romovcil,
amuiic ha d tumor will remain, but
tho diseaso may bo stojiped,
and furthcr degcncratton of bono
bo prevented. It is not a disease that
can bo treated in any case cxccpt by
an intelligont pcrson undcr compctent
advico or by a caj'ablo vetcrinary sur-geo- n.

Tho tre.itihont consists of anti-sept- ic

and medidnes, ns
injoctions, or carboli'1 acid diluted with
water, into the tumor and hyposulphito
of soda in continued doses of a dram
or two daily, with libcral fecding of
tho most nutritious food that rich in
phosphates i sprcially tiscful. Somo-time- s
