In sucli cnsc thc grouud should
bc in finc tilth and fcrtile, so that thc
roots, as soon as formcd, muy gct nutri-me-

it isasthick as ordinary paiut
and apply a libcral coat to tho posts.
Coal tar is used by somc instcad of lin-

seed oil, cqual parts of pulverizcd char-co- al

and quickliino being used instead of
tho chnrcoal alonc. Tho proportions
recornmcndcd aro livo gallons of coal tar
to ono pound cach of lincly pulvcri.ed
charconl and freshly slackcd lime. Thc
coal tar should bo brought to a boiling
heat in an iron kcttle, when thc charconl
and lime should bo addcd. Apply whilo
hot, either with n brush or by dipning
thc posts into tho mixturo, Another
very choap, durablo paint is made as s:

Takc fifty parts of resin, forty
parts of finely pulverizcd chalk, 3U0
parts of clean,"hard santl, four parts of
linseed oil, ono part of red oxiile'of lead
and onc part of sulphurio acid. Placc
thc resin, chalk, saud and oil iu an iron
kettlo ovcr thc lire until the resin is
meltcd; thcn ndd tlic lead and acid,
slowly stirriug thcmass until thoroughly
mixed. Should it provo too thick lo
iprcad convcnicntly, add linseed oil
until brouirht to thc proper consKtency.
Apply whilo hot. This method is used
in l'rniicc, nnd thc paiut when cooled is
said to be verv hard and durablo.

two tons, tho cxtra pressuro being caused
by thc downward f urce of tho act of draw-
ing. Now, an avcragc horso's draftpowcr
amounts only to a forward straiu of ono
hundred and fifty-scvc- n pounds. As tho
horse is only cxerting this forward forco
by piessuio upon tho collar, it is clear,
the feet cannot press with nny morc
forco upon the ground, so that tho abovo
cxplanation of thc cnusc of injury to tho
horse's foot, is imaginary. It is "not tiio
forco exerted by work at all. A wild
horse, galloping at thc top of his speed,
presscs upon the ground with his fcet
morc than a horo moving a ton in a
wagon upon n road nt tho rato of two
milcs nn liour; nnd yet wild horscs havo
cxccllent fect and aro nevcr lamo. Uut
thcy havo nchoico of a smoothpath, and
havc no blacksmiths tocut away tho f rogs
of thcir feet, aud so deprfve them of tho
vcry means naturc p ovides for tho pro-tccti-

of tho foot. If thc roads wcro
kcpt in cood condition nnd frco from
looso itoncs, and tho frog of tho foot
werc nover pnrcd, horscs would rarcly
sufTcrfrom foot lamcness. Prog pressuro
cxpauds tho hcels, toughcns tho horns,
curcs corns, and does much toward giving
a horso sound feet.

Morc calves are iujurod cvery year by

long fnsting nnd ovcr fccding thnn in
nny othor wny. AVhcn calvcs ruu with
thcir dams thcy takc thcir food oftcn,
nnd, of coursc, little nt a timo, but in
our nrtificial ticatmont wo rovcrso 's

mctliods. If calvcs nro allowcd
to suck, tho injury from long fnsting
will bo lcss markcd, for thc milk is takcn
nt tho right tcmpcraturo, and in its nntu-ra- l

state. 15.it when wo milk thc cow,
and thcn kccp hcr milk twclvc or moro
hours for thc crcam to riso beforo fccd-
ing thc calf, wo aro dcparting still
furthcr from naturc's mctliods. Sincc
by artificial mctliods of fccding, and by
brccding for that purposc, wo hnvc
grcatly incrcascd tho proportion of
crcam or fat in thc milk of somc of oui
brccds of cows, it has becn found that
cnlves will oftcn do quitc as wcll, and in
somc casos bcttcr, fcd upon milk poorci
in fat than tho wholo milk from thcir
dams.

H is clnimcd by many brccdcrs of Jcr-se- y

and Guornsoy cattlo, that partially
skimmed milk from cows of thcsc
brccds is rcally bcttcr for calvcs than
tho wholo milk, and wo havo
littlo (ioubt that thcir claun is
wcll foundcd. Xo bcttcr calvcs
wcro cvcr raiscd than havc bcen raiscd
upon skim milk, when all the dctails
wcro propcrly lookcd after by a cnrcful
fccder of good judgmcnt. Thc "bad
luck" in raising cnlves by hand comcs
from too long iutcrvals bctwccn thc fccd-ing- s,

too hcavy fccding, nnd C3pccially
from giviug milk at too low a tcmpera-turc- .

Lct a calf bccome vcry hungry
from long fasting, thcn bo givcn an ovcr-fce- d

of cold milk, aud onc may wnrrant
tho calf to bo sick within a vcry short
timc. An ovcr-loadc- d stomach rcfuscs
to act, somctimes cvcu when tho food is

' of tho propcr kind, but i3 surc to do so
when tho food is so cold as to chill thc
animal. 'When a calf shivers aftcr drink-in- g

it is safo to prcdict trouble. Milk
should bo at ncarly tho samo tcmpcrnture
when fcd from tho pail that it would bo
if taken in tho natural way dircct from
thc cow, and tho colder tho wcathor the
moro important does this matter of
tcmpcraturo bccorac. The milk should

' not only be right when takcn from tho
firc, but should bo right when it rcaches
tho stablo. IMood heat, ninety-cigh- t s,

is thc right tomperaturc, and for
young calvcs in cold weathor it should
not fail moro thnn n degrco or two bo-- j

low. Milk is bcst hcntcd in a tin pail
sct in a vesscl of hot watcr, stirring thc
milk occasionally to kccp it from stick- -

mg to tho 81UCS of tho tin in casc tho
watcr is vcry hot.

Tho professor is in tho habit of caling
locusts and grasshoppcrs, and ovldcntly
rclishcs thcm. Ilis guests wcro a littlo
doubtful at lirst, but aftcr cating thcm
ngrccd that thcro was no cxccption to bo
takcn to them, either in ilavor or tlcli-cac- v

of tastc.
Mr. Johu Sutherland siid: "I rend

tho report of Professor Uiloy's brcakfast,
and I agrco with him that cicada aro

Thcy oat tho tendercst of s,

tho choiccst and youngost ton-dril- s,

and are tho csscnco of pure vcgc-tabl- o

matter. Prcjudico ngalnst ccrtain
kinds of food is tho work of thc imagin-atio-

and foundcd almost cntirely on
tho looks or things. Thcro nro crabs and
lobstcrs, which nro iulinitcly moro un-clc-

than either tho cicada or tho grass-hoppc- r,

and yet fcw food ilsh
nro prizcd moro highly. Snails aro
tho scavengers of tho sca, and
aro nevcr so fat aud juicy as
when caught in proximity to a dcad
horse or human body. Thcn thcro nro
snails. There is uothing I cnjoy moro.
Thcy are pcrfcctly clcan, Pcoplc will cat
pcriwinkles, and likc thcm. Thcy nro
just tho same things ns pcriwinkles.
Oftcn I makc a salad of them. Pcoplo
nsk what thcy arc, I say pcriwinkles,
and thoy nro perfcctly satislied. If I
Bhould say snails, as thcy nrc, thcy
would pcrhnp3 becomo sick. They
ihould bc caught and put in clcan saud,
and thcn allowcd to wrigglc around.
This proccs3 takcs away all thc slime aud
leavcs them neat aud clcan. They should
thcn bc parboilod.

"Pcoplo arc prcdjudiced against 1am-prcy- s.

They aro very good nnd cqual
to an ordinary cel. Thcro aro many
other kinds of tish that pcrsons objcct to.
This scems unreasonable to me. They
all como from tho same watcr, and y

livc on the same kinds of food.
Of courso thcro aro somo sorts of ilsh far
superior to others, but all lish is good. I
know persons who will not touch frogs,
yet they livc on just the saino things as
trout, and arc cqually ns tcnder"nnd
toothsomo. Of birds, too, there is much
discrimiuation. A hawk is good, so is
the crow. A young bluo hcron is ns
good ns tho most favorud birds, but vcry
fcw peoplo can ono lind who will cat
thcm. Kot long ngo soino gcntlcmcn
camc hcrc and nskcd uie to gct thcm up
something that couldn't bo gottcn
auywhcre clse. ' AU right,' said
I. I wcnt and got somo ox
pallcts and fixed them up. They wcro
corrugatod nnd lookcd line snakcs. I
twistcd them up and sorvcd them with
Italian snucc. They ntc them and wcro
much plcascd. 'When about half through,
Mr. Peytou, onc of thc party, wauted to
know what thc dish was.

Tom Plncidc, tho old actor,
sent mc somo thc other day, and ns you
wauted something you couldn't gct auy-
whcre elso, I gavc them to you.'

Tom Plaeido aud I wcrc grcat
frieuds. llo was rcally vcry foud of
rattle snakcs. Ono day he brought me
onc; wo skinned it niccly, fricd it and
ato it. Tom smackcd his mouth, but I
must confess I didn't fancy itns much as
I do other things. Uattlcsnakc eggs arc,
howcvcr, vcry nice. Thoy havo a faint
musky tlavor, and nro dclicious. Thcrc
nro mnny other things that peoplc will
not cat now, but tho day will come when
nll thcso things will bo regarded along
wiih white biiit, trout and othci things
of this class.

"In tho east, locusts tho insccts ns
wcll ns tho vegctnblc aro highly

ns food.' Fricd in butter, thcso
destructive creaturcs form a popular dish
and this is thc only good point about tho
'locusts migratoria.' Dricd lucosts aro
t'xportcd in quantitics, nnd arc n staplo
food in Arabia, Syrin, and other Orien-ta- l

countrics. It" is, uufortunntely, nn
indisputablo fact that human bcings
have iu various agcs and dillercnt parts
of the world bcen , far from dainty in
their domcstio dietary. They havo BUp-pc- d

and brcakfastcd, too on horrors.
Thero is nn African rnce for cxamplc,
which consumes nnts and pretcnds to
liko them. Tho Andaman islaudcrs
habitunlly livc on rats, guanas, lizards
and snakcs, adding a fowshclllish when
they can get thcm. Pcoplo who do not
object to consuming catcrpiliars would
probably soon pass on to serpcnts. Mrs.
Colin Mackenzio, tho wifo of an Indian
missionnry, lins rclatcd how she was
curctl of an intermittont fovcr by cating
cobwobs. Iu somo parts of Iliudostan
tho nativos prescribo cobweb pills as a
suro antidoto to fovcr; and thc lady
whoso caso wo havo mentioncd found
them far morc cll'ectivo than (juinine.
The pills, sho tolls us, arc 'madc of com-mo- n

cobwcbs aud takcn iu doses oftcn
grains thrco times a day.' If, however,
cobwebscan bo eatcn, why not spidcrs?
Tho fact is that nian in his civil-
ized state has forgottcn a thousand nrti-cle- 3

of food which aro known to thcsav-age- .
IIo has no faith in 'simples,'

though half tho bcst mcdicines arc madc
up of roots and lcavcs which ho could
pick for himsclf in tho wonds aud ficlds
lf ho likcd. Pcrsons who havo unfortu-natcl- y

bcen in a bcsiegcd town havo
irovcd bcforc now that nobody nccd

atarvc so long ns thcro is n piccc of old
shoo lcathcr" about. At tho siego of
Ilaarlcm by tho Spauiards, Mr. Motley
tolls how tho iuhabitauts ato first linseed
and rapcsccd, and then cats, doga, rats
and mico. When thcso hiimblo fricnds
of man wcro cxhausted, they took to
boiling tho hidcs of oxen and horscs. nnd
dcvouring them. and shoc lcathcr was iu
coustaut i dcmaud for dinncr tablcs.
Pinally, they wero rcduccd to focding
on nettlcs nnd erass found betwceu the
ttoncs in churcliyards, but at this latter
point, of coursc, many succumbed to
starvation. It is highly irobablc that
civilized communities consumo without
knowiog it things far morc objcctionable

than either nettlcs or spidcrs. Has nny

Aii Army Iloutoil by Locusts.
Of nll dcstructivo focs nonc aro more

drcndcd in most castcrn lands than tho
locusts, whosc diro visitntious may wcll
bc national calntnitics. In point of fact.
the lands which aro cxcmpt from thcii
occasional prescncc arc thc fnvorod few.
A vcry fcw dctails of thcir invasiou in
Southcrn Uussia in thc ycars 1870 nnd
1880, will givo us somc idca of thcir multi-tud-

Thsy fcll upon tho provincc of
Caucasus, uttcrly dcstroying vincynrds
and gardcus, blockading thc strccts so
that traflic was suspcndcd, filling tho
ovcns so that for sevcial days baking wns
quitc out of tho question, and so choking
tho watcr courses that not a cup of wator
could bc drunk until filtcred.

In Georgia thcy falrly routed a dctach-mcn- t

of Hus3ian troops, who, not liking
to turn asidc on thcir march rcpellcd by
mero insects attcinptcd to faco tho locust
army, nlthough rcports said it covered
twenty squarc milcs of tho country. So
thc soldiers ndvnnccd, but soon found
themsclvcs litcrally covered by tho ciing-ing- ,

crecping insccts. which crawlcd nll
ovcr thcm, until iinally thc tnen fairly
turncd nnd ilcii, slipping aud sliding a.i
thoy ran ovcr thccrushed and oily bodies
of thcir martyrcd foes. For forty-cijjh- t

hours thoy wcrc wcrc dotaincd, taking
rcfugo in a villagc, and assisting tho

to kill millinnsof thcinvadcrs,
whosc corps'cs thoy cartod oil to mauuro
thc liclds, which, liowover, wcrc in tho
roeantimostrippcd of cvcry bladcof grasa
or corn, and tho trces shorn of cvery
green leaf.

On tho road from Tifiis to Poti tho
locusts Iay so thick on tho lino that tho
trains wcro obstructed. Laruo districts
of Southcrn Ilussia wero swept ns baro
ol all vcgetatiou ns it n hre hnu ragcu
ovcr the land, and hundrcds of peasants,
utterly beggarcd, abandoncd their homes
to seek bread whcicvcr it niight ba
found. In tho provinco of Cnersom
nlonc, 50,000 roubles was voted by
govemmcnt for cxponditurc in thc cffort
to f reo the land of this plaguo ; in another
district 20.000 pcrsons wero cmploycd
daily for threo months in the same work;
the govemmcnt expondituro on tho wholo
organization was estimatcd at 200,000
roubles, without nny calculation of tha
loss.on crops of all dcscriptions.

Another notablc scenc of lccust plague
was Algcria in the ycar lSCG, when tho
damngo dono by thesc insccts wns esti-
matcd at 50,000,000 l'rancs, nnd resulted
in a famino to nppalling that 200,000
nativcs died of starvation. All thc Ycar
llound.

Oil on thc Watcr.
A corrcspondcnt scnds to tho Scientifu

Americun tho following lcttcr relativc to
the elTects nf pouring oil on a rough sca:
On the cvcning of August 1, 1SSU, I and
two companlous in ndvcnturo wcro
thrown on ono of tho Santa Uarbara
islands, about ono hundred aud lifty
rniles northwcstward from Snn Diego oil
tho California coast. Two days latcr we
werc pickcd up by an Italian lishcrman,
and carried to Santa Uarbara. In our
passage across thc channel which tepa-rate- s

lluena Vot'tura from tho islnnd ol
Sauta Cruz, wo cncountered a galc, and
tho white caps ran prctty high.
