Tn faco of tho faot that throughout
tho diocesos of tho co'untry tho sen-timo- nt

appears to be against ohanging
tho name of tho Protostaut Episcopal
church of the Unltod States und that
Vermont as a rule is famous pr its
consorvatism, it is rathor surprising
to flnd that in tho' "Vermont conventlon
of Episcopulians at Rutland last week
a cloar majorlty. declared ln favor of
a chango of name, the only timo the
quostion cttino to direct voto. Tho
raatter was flnally laid over until uoxt
year without bolng carried to a flnish
because it was felt by ruost of thoso
proscnt that, inasmuch as tho genoral
convention of the church does not
