Sentenced to be Executed ot Windsor on Fri.
day, February 3, 1905,

Before a crowd that filled the court
room to the doors, at she op uing of
ecourt Tuesdsy morning, Mary Rogers
was mentenced to be hanged by the
neck uniil dead, snd Leon Perham to
be confined at bard labor in the stats
prison st Windsor for the reat of his
lide.

Mre Rogers’ execution is ordered o
be carrled out onthe Arst Friday in
Fobruary, 1906 in the prison yard s
Windsor by the aheriff of Winusor
county.

Her attorney walved the reapond-
ont's exceptions. This means that the
case will not be carried to the supreme
court and that nothing will intervens
10 pravent the execution of Mra Rog-
ors, save an appeal for a commutation
of the sectonce, o the legisiature of
1004,

Mrs Rogers and Leon Perham were
led into the dock by Sheriff Wilsan
snd Deputy Nash.

Perham looked tired and pale, bus
Mrs Rogers maintained the same de
mesnor which was hers duripg the tri-

al.

Mrs Rogers was told to stapd and
was asked by Conoty Clerk Coshman
if there were anv reasons why the sene
tence of the luw should not be imporad.

swered In a choked tone, her words
seircely intelligable:

“I'm not gullty!"

Judge Watson then pronounced the
death sentence in the following words:

'“The sentence of this court is that
you, the said Mary M, Rogers, on the
first Friday of February, 1905, batwesn
the hours of one snd two o'clock of
the afternoon of said day, within the
walls or enclosed. yard of the stute
prison at Windsor, In the county of
Windsor, to be hanged by the neck
unitil dead.

“And it is ordered thats warrant be
Issund by the clerk of the sounty court
within and for the county of Bennlog-
ton under the seal of suid court, 1o tha
sheriff of suld Windsor eounty, com-
manding sald sheriff to cause sald
sentonoce to be carrled into effect.

‘It is also the sentence of this cours
that in the mean time, you, the said
Mary M. Rogers, be conflued 1 waid
state prison at hard labor, untll with-
in the three months of said timeof sald
exscution.

‘*And that - during the sald three
months, next prior to sald time fixed
for said execution and up to the time
ofaaid execution, you; the sald Mary
M. Rogers, be eonfined iosolitary
coniloement in sald state prison.

""Aad may God have mercy on your
soul. "

of emotion,
