Every Bullet Its Own Doctor,

In spite of the terrible increase intha
destructiveness of modern warfare the
tendency of tho times is to make a con-
flict as homune ns practienbly. Por this
reason the aseor eopper covered bullets
has boew frowned upon, and a Philadel-
phia physician husa plan that ho claims
will wonderfully mitigate the sutfering
of & man whoso body has been perforat.
ed by the modern small caliber buollet.
It is well established that the velocity
pnd  penctrativg force of these bullets
rre go great that unless thuey chanee to
strike n bono they will pass entirely
through o man's body without his know-
ing it. The physician's idea is to attach
o small wad of anisepric cotton to the
rear of the bollet. This woulid be cover-
ed by the shell of the cortridge and
could not interfere with loading or fir-
ing. As the bullet pnsses through a per-
son the wad will antisepricize the wound
and prevent conseiquent suppuration, It
may be possiblo to g0 nicely adjust the
adhesion of the wad to the bullet that
as the missile passos oot it will leave
the wad to plug tho hole and stop bleed-
ing. Ultimately this system might do
awny with the necessity of a large med-
icnl corps, a8 ench bulles would carry
medical treatment for the unfortnnate
it wonnded. —Philadelphia Hecord,

CURIOUS CUSTOMS THAT PREVAIL IN
BZLEM AL,

Musionl Instruments In the Colls and &

Among the varions uses to which
ITesion bas put some of her old mons-
lories and conveuts is that of rorving
for the inearceration of violutors of the
law, Tha Convento de Belon at Mexieo
City has beoome, in eammon pavlance,
Belem, the eity jnil and prigon; acegsed
and convieted persons, 1, wotnan ahd
children alike being coniined there in
different compnrtments. The buoildiog
wns put up by the Spauish governor in
1056, ns an inseription at the heud of
the wain stairway tells. A casunl visit
puid it by a reporter of Thoe Mexicau
Herald reveals n condition of prison
management in Mexico worthy of pass-
ing attention in the davs of prison ro.

The Herald said that Delem had heen
commonly spoken of as a second Black
Holeof Calentta, hut the reporter found
that the prison was kept in o state of
comparative clennliness; not s, how-
over, the prisoners.  Their condition he
desoribed asone of disgusting filthingss,
Althouglh there was o hydrunt in every
cell and gencral bathing focilitics in
each compartment, the reporter fonud
only one inmate either ut buth or with
nuy indication of baving bathed within
n year. It wos explained to him by the
prison anthorities that forerly tho
regnlutions required prisoncrs to bathe
daily, but that this was regavded as
soch a hardebip that the sulferers min-
aged to have it declaved o form of eruel
and vnusual punishment and so to bave
tho rale abrogated. There are o the
prison now $,451 prisoncrs, of whow
2088 are men nnd 50 are wminors

A enrious featnre found by tho re-
porter was tho & panish rogard Lor tha
arts, evenm within prison  walls. Lg
found in the south wing tho writers of
libel, “and tho cells reserved for mu-
sigians, artises and others of tha ting
arts, " It would seem to be o charituble
as wrll ag an inclusive provision, thit
tand others' (besiiles arviists) of tho
fine arts.  Tho musicinus nro pertnitted,
apparently, to take their fnstroniints to
Jail with them, much as mechunics tako
into the prison workshop thuir own
tools of trade.  ““The walls of the mu-
gicians' colls are decorated with (iiee-
ent musical ifvs<eruments, and tho re.
