This practioo of susthining slavery
the expense and inconvenience rl'l'lht.! -
ple of the fres States, had its origin in the
days of onr revolution, In 1780, the nu-
thorities of South Caralina sent a Ct!nﬁfh‘ll- |
tinl agent to inform Congress that their State
could furnish no troops to defend her terri-
tory against the British forces, as it wais
necessary that her men  should all remain
at home to defend their families and frirfuh
againal their slaves in vase of l'n.em*rr.trmu.
(Vide searet Journal of Congress.)  Under
these eircumstaces, troops were taken from |
the northern States, to defend th¥m ngninst
the British, while they defended themselves
against their slaves, and compelled them to ]
labor for the benofit of their musters, In
this way gouthern plantations were ronder-

ed productive, while those ol the north were
ot ductituie of labbrore, and the hurldon |||‘j

supporting slavery was thrown almost ep-
tirely upon the northetn States, By the
subsequent adoplion of the Constitution,
slavery was made steictly o State institu-
tion. Its burdens to be borne by such !
States as continued them, while those Slulml
wha praferred to do go, had  an equal right
to be exempt from all its evils, by emanei-|

These burdens
have been cast npon the people of the
free Siates: Firstly, by appropriations
made by Congress for the dircot and a-
vowed purpose of sustaining slavery nnd
the slave trade. And secondly, by such|
action of the exccotive and Icqisluiirc'
branches of government, ns was caleulated,
eventuully, to praduce that effoct, and, in
some instances, the refusal of Congress |
and the Execcutive to act, lest such nction
would relieve the people of the free Sutes
from this burden,

To the first branch of this proposition,

Our first treaty, formed with the Creok
Indians, was signed 7th August, 1500, It
eontained a stipulation on the part of the |
Indiuns to surrender up all negross then
in their territory.

The same stipulation wag contuined in
nearly all our subsequent treaties with that
savage oation. I regret that the limis, |
prescribed to myself, will not admit of dt:-;

give them herealter.  T'his covenant of the |
Indians to sarrender up negroes, was  con-
nected with stipulations to perform other
acts, and the amount paid for surrendering
negroes is therefore unkuown, or the
violation of this clavse of the treaty, we
compelled them to pay o the slavebolders of
Georgia, at one time, two hundred and flty
thousand dollars. 1 think it a fuir estimate,
to set down the snm paid to that nation, for
thé purpose of inducing them 1o retarn fu-
gitive slaves, at three hundred thousand dol-
lara.—In our treaty with the Florida Indi-
ans, concluded at Camp Moulirie, in 1823,
weo agreed to pay them six thousand dollars,
and an annuity of five thousand dollurs for
twealy years. The Iudians, on their part,
stipulated, “to br active and vigilant in
preventing fugitive  slaves from  passing
through their country, and in appreheniding
and returning to their masters such as should
seck an asylum among  them.'—Official
reports  and documents, now on file in
the War Depurtinent, show, beyond con-
tradiction, that the Florida war was com-
menced and prosesuted for the pirpose of
regaining Tugitive slaves, und 1o prevent
further escapes of that class of prople,

The expense of this war is estimnted al
forty millions of dollars,

Afier the close of the [ate war with Gremt
Britain, our Government demanded of that
nation compensation, for the owners, of
such slaves ax escoped to their army during
hostilities. “I'he demand was  resisted, and

ears of diplomatic effort were employeid
in extorting from them the price of liberty
thus gained by our fellow men.  After much
effort and expense we obtained fourteen Juon-
dred thousand dollavs for the slaveholders ;
but the people of the froe States were tyxed
to defray the expense of obtuining and dis-
tributing the money,  [n 1525, and for many
years subsequent to that time, the efforts
of our Govarnment were put forth “fn pre
vent the abolition of slavery in the Tsland
of Cuba, lest the example might affect the
institution inour southern States,”"  And an
