I. Do not use any animal, either to rldo
or drive, when tick or wounded, llccauso
humanity cries shnmn at such an act.

1!. Kvery horse, should havo two hours
steady work each day j but less Is required
for nn old tlinn for a young ono. llocauso
moderate, cxcrclso excites perspiration and
digestion, both of which aro necessary to
health.

3. Many horses suircr from being al-

ways kept either In a slato of Idleness or
merwork. Dceauso theso two oxtrcmcs,
equally distant from healthy exercise, aro
tho fertile causes of dlscaso nnd Injuries of
every kind, and should nover bo allowed
by thoso who havo tho caro of animals.

1. Do not overload your nnlninl nt nny
time. Dceauso It Is not only cruel nnd un-
just to tho horso but unprofitable to tho
driver.

C Sco that your snddlo Is sulllelently
large, nnd that It bears evenly on tho
horso's back. Dceauso a small saddle, from
not resting on tho proper parts, galls and
pains tho horso cruelly.

0. Sco that tho saddle Is dry beforo It Is
used. Dccause, If damp, It will soon chafe
llio back nnd enuso n sore.

7. A saddle that needs to bo girthed ex-

cessively tight, should not bo put on. Dc-

eauso a moderate girthing will sccuro it, If
It fits tho animal In a proper way.

8. Never allow tho stuffing of your sad-
dle to get hard nnd knotty with use.

In that case, It becomes a sonrco of
great pain, and makes tho animal kick and
pluugo on tho rider's mounting.

0. Sharp bits nro worso thnn useless, In
ordinary eases. Dceauso they mako tho
mouth tender nt llrst, nnd afterwards hard
nnd cnllous ; tho horse then grows unman-ngcahl- e.

10. Tho chock rein Is, in nearly every
case, painful to tho animal and useless to
tho driver. Dceauso It fastens tho head In
nn unnatural posture ; and, as tho horso's
shoulder nnd head fall together, cannot bo
of nny real support In enso of stumbling.

II. When from somo defect in the nnl-

ninl, or other cause, tlio check-rei- n Is used,
it must bo slackened to n moro considera-
ble degreo than is generally done.

ill addition to tho easier position of
tlio neck, a greater portion of weight can
bo thrown into tho collar, especially going
up bill, thus snvlng a great and unnecessa-
ry expenditure of muscular power.

12. Thcro Is an Important difference
a tight check-rei- n and a tightened

rein, although not generally understood.
The first is injurious, and cannot help the
horso, while tho latter Is often useful. Dc-

eauso tho latter Is a steady support to tho
animal's head, from a distinct nnd Intelli-
gent source, tho driver ; whereas tlio for-

mer Is only the horso's head fastened to his
own shoulders. That tho check-rcl- n Is In-

consistent with tho action of tho horse's
head, is clearly shown by tho fact, that
when a horso falls It Is always broken.

13. Sco that tho wheels of tho vehlclo
aro kept properly greased. Dceauso this
seemingly trivial cause, often unattended
to, gives tho horso much cxtrn labor ; and
has been calculated by experienced ob-

servers to double his work I

14. When cart or plough liortcs nro long
out nt work, tho driver should always car-

ry a nosebag for each, and proper food.
Dceauso they can thus get n lltllo food
(without leing unharnessed) during tho
Intervals of rest, which will render them
less likely to gorge themselves when In tho
stable.

15. When practicable, let tho horso havo
something to rest tho nosebag on. Decauso
this saves tho necessity of tossing it up at
every mouthful; and avoids tho danger of
straws and dust getting into his eyes and
nostrils.

10. Tlio noscbiigshouldboleathcratlKjt-tom- ,
anil of open, porous texturo above.

Decauso tho lower part will thus retain tho
food safely, nnd tho horse can breath easily
through llio upper part.

17. The evening beforo n long journey
give a liberal feed. Decauso tills extra
nourishment will bo needed, and yet re-

quires tlino to bo digested.
IS. On tho morning of starting givo on-

ly half a feed of oats, or a llttlo hay. De-
causo digestion and oxertlon cannot lmth
go onnt tho samo time. Starting on n jour-
ney with n fiill stomach is likely to bring
nn staggers or fits.

10. On tho road feed in small quantities
about every two hours. Decauso this will
prevent exhaustion, yet not overload tho
animal's stomach. Long fasts nnd then a
full feed nro tho most certain means you
can uso if you wish to bring on staggers,
megrims or apoplexy.

20. On coming home, glvo a double feed
of oats nnd full feed of boans. Decauso
this will mako up for tho extra labor nnd
sparo food during tlio day.

21. Let tho horso havo, when ho stops, a
mouthful of wet hay, and n sip or two of
water. Decauso this assuages his thirst
without bloating him up, ho as to injurohls
wind.

22. If ho wishes to drink at a pond on a
journey, let him havo n sip or two.

a llttlo will nllay his thirst, but n
lnrgo draught would do him harm white
taking oxerciso.

23. When your horso lias quenched his
thrlst do not let tho attendant dash tlio re-
mainder of tlio water Into his face; but let
him wipe tho nnlmalo's eyes and nostrils
with a wet spongo. Decauso the latter
practlco refreshes ( tho former torrlflcs.

21. To mako tho horso sutler thirst is
cruel and dangorous. Dceauso It will
bring on spasms, inflammation, and sudden
death.

25. Lead tho horso carefully through tho
sUiblo door at starting. Becauso neglect of
tills is a frequent source of Injury, AccI
dents mako .ho animal .frightened for n
long whllo.

20. If you nro unacquainted with tho
animal, caress, and coax and humor him
nt starting. Decauso many horses go 111

through fear of n strangor, and not from
vice.

27. Accustom your horse to stand qulto
still till you nro mounted or seated. Then
start at a walk, Decauso you can sco If tho
horso is all right, and will most likely
nvold necldonts.

28. Go slowly llio first nnd Inst mile.
Decauso tho horso ought to got warm, nnd

got cool, by degrees.
20. Never attempt to go fast and far at

tho samo time. Decauso If you uuccood,

you will probably havo damaged your an-

imal.
30. Novor urgo tho horso to oxortlons

that aro not necessary. Decauso ho will go
much longer If not hard pressed.

31. Nover rldo or drlvo fast In n town,
particularly In turning comers. Dceauso
you may endanger your own safety or that
of somo ono else.

32. Necr trust your horso to himself.
Do on your guard, andjust feel his mouth
with tho bit lightly and steadily. Dccnuso
you will thus provent many nn nccldont
through both being on tho nlcrt.

33. Novor keep a dond pull on tho
horso's mouth. Decauso It hardons, pains,
and Irritates him.

31. Keep your hand low nnd steady, nnd
gontly feel llio mouth with tho bit.

85. Nover lcavo llio reins looso on tho

horso's neck. Decauso ho Is very likely to
stumble from missing tho support of your
hand.

37. Never stop by pulling up sharply
nnd suddenly, unless In caso of necessity.
Decauso It Is very painful j and requires
Immense exertion, which fries tlio fore-le-

38. Cheer your horso every now and
then by your voleo and n pat or two.

30. Do not keep on jerking tho reins or
using tlio whip. Dcc.iuso If you do so, tlio
horso cannot toll what you really mean
when you uso them In earnest, nnd Jerking
tho reins hardens tho mouth.

40. Do sparing of tlio whip, and nover
uso It If you can help It." Decauso It Is then
avallablo ns n Inst rosource.

41. Never pain n horso by nny cruel,
toimcntlng punishment. Dccause, If gen-tl- o

nnd modcrato correction will not euro
him, nothing will.

42. Horses often shy through defectlvo
sight and very often In tho twilight.

in thoso easos they cannot clearly dis-

cern objects.
43. If you whip a horso for shying, you

do wrong. Dceauso you mako him still
moro terrified without removing tho enuso.

41. If you pat n horso when ho shies,
you do wrong, llecausc you seem to

him for what must bo considered a
fault.

45.-- 11' you spc.ik encouragingly, and let
him conio slowly to tho object, yet not too
closoyou do right. Decauso you allow him
to ascertain what frightened him, and so
glvo him courage.

40. Avoid very stony or rough parts of
the road. Decauso It spares tho horse, and
will In all probability, avoid many an acci-

dent.
47. When thcroad Is very bad, and your

horso tired, it Is well to dismount and lead
him. Decauso ho will then bo of uso
whero you can employ him to real advant-
age.

IS. When you stop, going, up hill, al
ways put a stono behind tho wheel.

this enables tho horso to stand easily
and regain his wind tho object of Btop- -

ping.
40. If n horso Is niado to stop going up a

hill, and no stono or support put to tho ve-

hicle, ho will very likely fall down If thcro
Is a heavy load. Dccause tho wholo weight
dragging on tlio collar stops his breathing,
nnd will In nil probability bring on a fit.

CO. If you aro driving o cart with a very
heavy load, a prop should bo nt hand to
ljcnr up tho shafts whllo you stop. De
causo this cases tho weight off tho animal's
back, and relieves him very much.

01. Nover rldo fast In tlio dark, if you
valuo cither your own or your horso's
neck. Decauso you will probably break
ono or tho other If you fall.

52. Never tako a Jump If you can do
without It. Decauso It shakes a horse
greatly. A good rider will never leap over
a gate if ho can go through it.

53. On a hard road, ride at the side where
it Is softest. Dccause It spares your horso's
feet a great object.

fit. If you wish to gallop, only do so on
soft turf, or tho smooth, moist
Because hard ground, such as a high
road, Is suro to Injuro tho feet and legs.

55. When you eomo to n steep hill, get
down nnd walk. Decauso you cannot go
fast, and will greatly sparo your animal.

50. Stop oflen, If but for a few moments.
Docauso it enables the horso to recover his
wind.

57. Kvcry nowjand then, when you rest,
slacken your girths, shilt your saddle a
little, and loosen your curb-chai- De-

causo theso apparently trifling tilings caso
llio horse very much.

58. Never stop long in cold, wet, or
windy weather, without putting somo
looio cloth over tho horso's loins. Docauso
this keeps in tlio animal's natural warmth,
and prevents his getting a chill.

What Dm 1'Aiti. Say. Muny vcars ago
thcro lived In Virginia a Daptlst preacher
named D . Although uneducated ho
was a sound thinker and eloquent speaker,
and no minister had a more dovoled flock.
It was tho custom, during tlio inclement
season, to hold meetings at tho residences
of members, nnd onco or twice during tho
winter at tho liouso of tho minister. For
many years It was observed that D nov
er preached nor conducted tho meetings
when held nt his house, but secured tho
services of somn neighboring minister.

This brought down tho house, and cut
short ono ot tho finest otuirts of my early
ininlstiy; and since then I havo kept my
preaching disconnected from my domcstlo
affairs.

tlon of her son, ran Immediately Into tho
water, caught tho cow, and from which slio
extricated her son by cutting tho rope ; but
alas I she. was too late, her son having al
ready expired."
