WHAT IT IS, AMI WHAT IT IS NOT,

The events of tho pF.st few months In this
country and F..ir-p- havo excited a great
deal of attention to tho International Asso-
ciation of Worklngmen. Tho following

Its origin and alms we have pre-

pared with care, nnd believe It to bo ncctir-al- o

as fir as It goos; and as complete as It Is
pnsslblo from existing data to mako It. We
aro Inclined lo tho opinion that His rrgaul-zatlo- n

has been misjudged and mado to an-

swer for tho sins of others, Tho strength of
tho Association It Is Impossible to estimate.
It Is asserted by different authorities to
havo from 10,000 lo 200,000 adherents In this
country. Tho estimates as to Us strength
In other countries are no more reliable.

It was In that Herman workmen,
who had been driven In turn from their
oa 11 country ond from France,ound ref-1- 1

go In London, and tho next year founded
a branch of a society then existing In
Prmictj nntl tswllsorlnnd, thenlm of which
was tho dissemination ofcommunlsllc theo-
ries, nnd which embraced In Its mcmlier-shl- p

Hermans, Swedes, Poles, Danes and
Hungarians.

Later, 111 ISI7, tho Herman communist,
not Iho above mentioned society, but other
Germans, held a eonferenco In London,
Karl Marx, moro recently noted as tho
leader of tho Internationals, being present.
The manifesto adopted by them declared
the aim of communism lo lm "tho over-

throw of tho rule of capitalists by Iho acqui-

sition of political ower." Neither of these,
however, were tho International, though
they elescrvo mention as being an earlier
organlzalinn than It, having nearly the
same end.

In Ib(!0 11 "Tiado Union, Manhood Suf-

frage Association," was formed ill England,
which by tho way, was very friendly lo us
during tho rebellion. It was In 1S02 that
tho International exhibition took pl.ico In

London, and tho worklnsmcn of I'.irls,
after a considerable struggle, obtained the
prlvilcgo of ihooslng and sending to the
Inhibition representatives ot cveiy leading
trade In Fails, Tho meetings of these men
with those equally prominent 111 I'ngland
suggest' d, nnd had an important bearing
upon, Iho formation of the International.

It will ho remembered that In 1S03 tho
Polish Insurrection was In progress, and
upon the 2Jd of July, whiloa meeting to
express sympathy was being held In St.
James Hall, London, a delegation of French
workmen entered the Hall without notice,
were received cordi.iHy,,nnd participate I

In the exeicises. At this meeting, or at Its

c.ose, the proposition for an International
Association was suggested; its Ilrst aim
being, of tho expression of sympa-
thy wilh tho Polish insurrectionists; while
lis second was tho I and'ng together of tho
workmen of Europe, to guard themselves
against their employeis, who, when any
ciulllel occurred as to Iho prleo of labor be-

tween themselves and their workmen, al-

most always conquered especially in En-
glandby threatening to hire cheaper for-

eigners. Their reasoning was that all
worklngmen havo a common Interest,
without regard to their nationalities. The

rtlrst meeting of tho iievvsocjety was hehl In
St. Martin's Hall, Sept. iSth, ISO. Karl
Marx speaking for the French. lJmii the
eiiestlou of Polish oppression, they were
outspoken, and turning Irom that subject to
0110 in which they were more directly lu-

ll rested denounced the combination 01' cap-H-

against laho ', the eotirso of employers
above referred to, and called for a union of
all vvorklnginen for their own protection.
A coniiultlee wasappoiuled to fr.tmoacode
of rules, etc., to bo presented at a meeting
of tho International Workingmcu's Con-

gress to be held In llrusscls. The English
workiiigiucu wcro prominent in this move-

ment though there wero a largo number of
Germans, Frenchmen, Italians, Swiss aud
Poles connected with It. Odger was chosen
President of this Committee.

Tho platform adopted by It omitted, pur-
posely all reference to forms of govern-
ment, leaving each member to ho a Itepub-ltcat- i,

a Monarchist, or a Communist as he
chose. Ill England they purpo-e- d rattier
to utillzo the existing Trades Unions than
to wi rk in conflict with them. They avow-
ed their confidence to bo in tho numbers of
tho worklugmeu, and called upon tho
vvorklnginen lo give moro attention to
polities, and lo watch Iho action of their va-

rious governments more carefully.
Many of Iho foreign worklngincn's soci-

eties Immediately Joined the new organiza-

tion. Ilelginin, lion over, forbade lliumeet-In- g

of the Congress lu llrusscls, and it was
decided to hold It In lfOl In Geneva. Tho
subjects assigned for discussion covered a
vv Ido range, embracing Trades Unions,

combination of worklngmen for
protection against capital, reduction of
hours of labor, tho employment of women
and children, and tho of
Polish Independence

Tho Convention met lu 1ECG In Geneva,
UOor more delegules being present, besides
others Interested but not sent regularly.
They resolved In favor of of
Tiades Unions as organizing centres of
workiusmcn In tho interests of tho eman-
cipation if labor; of U10 Independence of
Poland; aud against standing armies and
Iho overworking of women and children,
From that tlmo to this tho International
has made rapid progress, beeomlug tho ac-

knowledged representative of tho most ad-

vanced laboring men In Europo and wield-
ing a great Influence.

Notwithstanding Iho fact that lu Its In-

ception it Ignored tho question of govern-

mental forms, tho members, are, wo think,
almost unanimously Republicans. So
manifest has this been that foreign govern-

ments arc constantly watching their move
monts, regarding Ihein as tho enemies of
(..onaiihy In r'I ..atluus. In Sushi the
question was prominent among those wnkii
broko up Iho Malcimipo ministry last fall.
Tho Spanish Internationals, Individually,
as woll as tho French, go far beyond Re-

publicanism lu their demands, bolng radi-

cal communists. Their Spanish organ, re-

cently, lu an editorial iqioii republics, de-

nounced them, asserting that "they would
only servo to augment tho predominance of
Iho middle classos." It may seem slngu-li- r

that In England and Switzerland, whore
labor Is comparatively woll treated, Iho In-

ternational demands refer mainly lo tho
abolition of class rule, aud tho protection
of labor, whllo In Franco and Spain they
are, as wo have said, communistic; from
which It Is fair to deduce that Internation-
alism Is hut tho reaction against greater or
less wrongs, and that tho reaction Is In al-

most exact proportion to tho wrongs suf-
fered.

Tho second Congress was held at Iosana
In 1867 tho third at llrusscls, In lStSS; tho
fourth and last, at IUalc, In 1809. They
mado no decision upon tho questions of

or of collective or State proprietor-
ship, tho radical communistic theory of a

Joint ownership of properly though tho

latlcr elicited a long discussion, tho voto In

tho Congress of 1809 standing Ihlily-lw- o In

favor lo twcnly-thre- o against, whllo seven-
teen refrained from voting; and thowhofo
subject was past over. Their main Idea
seems tube that human Industry Iscosmo-KlIlIcn- l,

and that It Is tho duly of every
worklnguiau, no matter whore his resi-

lience, lo work In harmony wllh ovcry oth-
er ono for their common Interests. It also
favors education, tho abolition of Indirect
taxation, and tho peaceful settlement of
national difficulties war bolng adjudged
to bo n great enemy of tho vvorklngnmii.

We bollovo It unlriio that tho Interna-
tional, as an Association, was tho founda-
tion of the French Commune, thongh ma-n- y

ol Iho leading members were leaders of
tho Commune. Nor do wo believe It
means other than peaceful revolution, tho
binding together of Its members for their
mutual Interests, from which union, and
the education derived from It, the public
sentiment favoring republicanism may
come. As wo havo said, thus far tho ques-
tion of governmental forms has never been
acteel upon.

In this country.lt means little, If any-
thing lore than a combination of labor re-

formers and Trades Unions for tho accom
plishment of political nnd politico-economic-

ends. Wcsco that efforts are being mado
by tho governicnts of Spain nnd Franco to
suppress the International, but It will bo
found to bo n hopeless task; tho working-me- n

know their power, and the attempt
may drive them Into taking a position of
antagonism lo tho governments. Hnch a
result would bo deplorable. If theso gov-

ernments do this It will bo from tho Insane
fear which today possesses all monarchies,
and which has often manifested Itself Iu
the most stupendous follies. The Interna-
tional will boa mighty power In tho future,
and tho truo statesman will aim to remove
those evils which mako Its oxlsleneo pos-

sible, rather than to suppress It by force

Gov. Perham of Malno 11 mis himself
powerless to enforce tho ptohlbltory law,

Tho
governor recomincndcel this plan lu his
annual message, and tho state temperance
convention at Augusta on Wednesday Is
expected to declare for It.
